otevirate devaty ro¢nik Casopisu Musicalia zaméreny na prameny k dé&jinam hudby. Jiz
od roku 2009 publikujeme studie zabyvajici se vyzkumem sbirek dochovanych predevsim
v Narodnim muzeu - Ceském muzeu hudby, ale i v zahraniénich institucich.

V tomto Cisle si pfipominame 100. vyro¢i Gmrti vyznamného prazského varhanika, pe-
dagoga a nelnavného shératele Ondreje Hornika. Z jeho pozUstalosti Cerpala namét pro
svUj ¢lanek Dilo Josepha a Michaela Haydna ve sbirce Ondreje Hornika Michaela Freema-
nova. Bohuzel tato stat je jednou z jejich poslednich praci a vychazi jako dilo posmrtné.
Prispévek Viktora Velka, zabyvajici se hudebnimi pamatkami s husitskou a husovskou
tematikou vzniklymi kolem roku 1848, navazuje na autor(v text publikovany v Musicaliich
v roce 2015.

DalSi dvé studie jsou vénovany prominentnim osobnostem ¢eské hudby 19. stoleti -
Bedfichu Smetanovi a Antoninu Dvorakovi. Poté, co v lonském roce vySel dlouho oceka-
vany prvni svazek korespondence Bedficha Smetany z let 1840-1862, editorka svazku
Olga MojziSova publikuje ¢lanek s nazvem Smetana a Shakespeare, kde se zabyva shake-
spearovskymi tématy v tvorbé Bedficha Smetany. Nové vyzkumy donedavna neznamé
verze Dvorakovy Mse D dur (,LuZanské”) pro varhany, violoncella a kontrabasy prezen-
tuje Haig Utidjian. Opira se o londynské i prazské prameny, o své zkuSenosti z pfipravy
novodobé premiéry dila a také o kritickou edici mSe, kterou chysta a ktera dosud nebyla
v této podobé publikovana.

Ke skladateldim, jejichz fond je v Ceském muzeu hudby nadéle rozsifovan, patfi
Josef Suk. Moje stat Pamétni album s korespondenci Josefa Suka analyzuje jeden z no-
vych pfirGistkd. Posledni studie tohoto &isla nas vrati do hlubsi historie. Dagmar Stefanco-
va dlouhodobé spolupracuje na védecké katalogizaci fragment( z Knihovny Narodniho
muzea, kde byla nové objevena ¢ast varhanni tabulatury ze zacatku 17. stoleti; po se-
staveni rukopisu se ji podafilo identifikovat i vétSinu skladeb. Na zavér Cisla pripojujeme
informaci o vystavach konanych v monografickych muzeich Bedficha Smetany a Antonina
Dvoraka v letech 2009-2017.

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By Way of Introduction
Dear readers,

Before you is the ninth annual issue of the journal Musicalia, focusing on music history
sources. Since 2009, we have been publishing studies dealing with research on collections
preserved mainly at the National Museum - Czech Museum of Music as well as at foreign
institutions.

In this issue, we are commemorating the 100" anniversary of the death of the important
Czech organist, teacher, and indefatigable collector Ondrej Hornik. It is from his estate that
Michaela Freemanova drew the subject matter of her article The Works of Joseph and
Michael Haydn in Ondrej Hornik’s Collection. Unfortunately, this essay is one of her last
studies, and it is being published posthumously. Viktor Velek’s paper deals with music that
dates from around the year 1848 with Hus- and Hussitism-related themes. The study is
a continuation of the author’s text published in Musicalia in 2015.

Another two studies are devoted to prominent figures of nineteenth-century Czech music
- Bedfich Smetana and Antonin Dvorak. After last year’s long-awaited appearance of the
first volume of Bedfich Smetana’s correspondence from the years 1840-1862, the editor
of the volume Olga MojZiSova is publishing an article titled Smetana and Shakespeare,
dealing with Shakespearean themes in the works of Bedfich Smetana. Haig Utidjian is
presenting new research on an only recently discovered version of Dvorak’s Mass in D Ma-
jor (“Luzany Mass”) for organ, cello, and contrabass. The study is based on London and
Prague sources, the author’s experience with preparing the work’s modern-era premiere,
and also his critical edition of the mass, which had not been published previously in this
form.

Josef Suk is one of the composers for whom the collection at the Czech Museum
of Music is continuing to expand. My study titlted A Commemorative Album with the
Correspondence of Josef Suk is an analysis of one of the new acquisitions. The last
study in this issue takes us farther back into history. Dagmar Stefancova has long been
collaborating on the scientific cataloguing of fragments from the National Museum
Library, where part of an organ tablature from the early seventeenth century has been
newly discovered; after reassembling the manuscript, she has also successfully identified
most of the compositions. At the conclusion of the issue, we have included information
about exhibitions held at the Bedfich Smetana Museum and the Antonin Dvorak Museum
from 2009 to 2017.

And now | would mention as a reminder that you can also read the journal Musicalia
online on the website of the National Museum at http://www.nm.cz/publikace/publikace-
detail.php?id=16, and beginning with last year’s issue, there is now an English version
available on the website of the company De Gruyter at https://www.degruyter.com/view/j/
muscz. We are, however, confident that you will still appreciate the printed version of the
journal, which we continue preparing for you.
