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IEDITORIAL

Prvni leto$ni dvojéislo Casopisu Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia litterarum (ro¢. 64, 2019/1-2) se redakce a kolegové
rozhodli vénovat PhDr. Petru Maskovi, dlouholetému pracovniku Knihovny Narodniho muzea, resp. oddéleni zdmeckych
knihoven, ktery se v prvni poloviné tohoto roku doziva vyznamného zivotniho jubilea. Skromné shrnuti dosavadni védecké i zi-
votni pouti naseho kolegy predstavuje specialni pfiloha dvojcisla, v niz najdeme kromé medailonu jubilanta (Muz, ktery zastavil
cas. K Sedesatym narozeninam PhDr. Petra Maska) také jeho bohatou bibliografii, kterou vypracovala Ivana Pesoutova, a rovnéz
osobni vzpominky dvou dlouholetych kolegt.

V souladu s védeckym zamétenim jubilanta, tedy problematikou zameckych, hradnich a palacovych knihoven a jejich vlast-
nikd, je ve své pievazné vétsing predevsim oddil studii. O Encovanské zamecké knihovné Osvalda a Rudolfa Schonfeldil
ze Schonfeldu (a také velmi podrobné o jejich majitelich) pojednava R. Sipek, zameckou knihovnu Defurovy Lazany se zamé-
fenim na noveé objevené prameny slouzici ke studiu tohoto fondu zpracovava ve svém ptispévku L. Bendova, kniham v $lechtické
rodiné Brisigell se vénuje H. Kuchatova. Vliv grafik Albrechta Diirera na nejstarsi ¢eské ilustrace je tématem studie P. Voita
a ,,zapomenutému* rodu Trnkt z Kiovic zasvétil sviij prispévek J. Zupanic.

V rubrice recenzi najdeme v nadvaznosti na predchozi ¢isla dalsi piispévek R. Modrakové o predposlednim svazku z fady ka-
talogt rukopisnych zlomk (Rukopisné zlomky Knihovny Narodniho muzea: signatury 1 D, I E a I G), dale recenzi J. Dienstbiera
na publikaci Liber viaticus Jana ze Stredy: zmenSend reprodukce a komentarovy svazek, ktera vysla ve spolupraci Narodniho
muzea a nakladatelstvi Academia. Text K. Prazédkové se vénuje knize Evy Stejskalové Novinové zpravodajstvi a noviny v Cechdch
od 17. stoleti do roku 1740, ptispévek Z. Muzika pojednava o publikaci Jindficha Marka Vaclav Koranda mladsi: utrakvisticky
administrator a literat, ktera vysla v roce 2017 v Nakladatelstvi Lidové noviny v ramci edi¢ni fady Stfedovék. Poslednim pfi-
spévkem v této rubrice je text M. Caranové pojednavajici o sborniku Literdrni pamét ve stiednich Cechdch, ktery je vystupem
steJnOJmenneho kolokvia uspotfadaného v roce 2016 Matici ¢eskou, sekci Spolecnosti Narodniho muzea, ve spolupraci s Narod-
nim muzeem, Ustavem pro &eskou literaturu AV CR, Pamatnikem narodniho pisemnictvi — Metodickym centrem pro knizni kul-
turu a literarni muzea a Stiedo¢eskou védeckou knihovnou v Kladné.

V pravidelné rubrice Zpravy z Knihovny Narodniho muzea informuji kolegové Mat¢j Méticka, Iva Bydzovské a Michal Kla-
cek o nedavno probehlém workshopu Moznosti digitalni prezentace kramarskych tiskii, ktery se konal v Nové budové Néarodniho
muzea 21. listopadu 2018 v ramci védeckého cile IP DKRVO Kramaiské tisky a jejich producenti v geografickém kontextu.
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The editorial board and our colleagues have decided to dedicate this year’s first double issue of the journal Acta Musei Nationalis
Pragae — Historia litterarum (Vol. 64, 2019/1-2) to PhDr. Petr Masek, a long-term employee of the National Museum Library,
specifically the Department of Castle Libraries, who celebrates a life jubilee in the first half of this year. A modest summary of
the scientific and life journey of our colleague is provided in the special supplement of the double issue, comprising, besides the
honouree’s profile (Muz, ktery zastavil cas. K sedesatym narozeninam PhDr. Petra Maska [The Man Who Has Stopped the Time.
On the 60th Birthday of PhDr. Petr Masek]), also his rich bibliography, prepared by Ivana Pesoutova, and the personal memories
of two of his long-term colleagues.

The research focus of the honouree, namely castle and palace libraries and their owners, is mainly reflected in the section of
studies. The Encovany castle library of Osvald and Rudolf Schonfeld von Schonfeld (as well as its owners in great detail) is dis-
cussed by R. Sipek; the Defurovy Lazany manor library is treated in the article written by L. Bendova, focusing on the newly
discovered sources concerning this collection; books in the noble family of the Brisigells are dealt with by H. Kuchatova. The
influence of the graphic sheets of Albrecht Diirer on the earliest Czech illustrations is the subject of the study by P. Voit; and the
“forgotten’ family of the Trnkas of Kfovice is studied in the article of J. Zupani¢.

Following previous issues, the review section contains another article by R. Modrakova on the penultimate volume in the
series of catalogues of manuscript fragments (Rukopisné zlomky Knihovny Narodniho muzea: signatury 1 D, 1 E a 1 G [Manuscript
Fragments in the National Museum Library: Shelf Marks 1 D, 1 E and 1 G). This section further comprises J. Dienst-
bier’s review of the publication Liber viaticus Jana ze Stiedy: zmensena reprodukce a komentdarovy svazek [Liber Viaticus by
Johannes Noviforensis: A Reduced Reproduction and a Commentary Volume], which was published in cooperation between the
National Museum and the Academia publishing house. The text of K. Prazdkova focuses on the book Novinové zpravodajstvi
a noviny v Cechdch od 17. stoleti do roku 1740 [Newspaper Reporting and Newspapers in the Czech Lands from the 17th Century



to 1740] by Eva Stejskalova. The article by Z. Muzik deals with the publication Vaclav Koranda mladsi: utrakvisticky admini-
strator a literat [Vaclav Koranda the Younger: Administrator of the Utraquist Church and Writer] by Jindfich Marek, which
came out in the Lidové Noviny publishing house within the Middle Ages editorial series in 2017. The last contribution to this
section is the text by M. Caranova dealing with the proceedings Literdrni pamét ve stiednich Cechdach [Literary Memory in
Central Bohemia], which are an outcome of the homonymous colloquium, organised by the Czech cultural association Matice
Ceska, a section of the National Museum Society, in cooperation with the National Museum, the Institute of Czech Literature of
the CAS, the Museum of Czech Literature — the Methodical Centre for Book Culture and Literary Museums, and the Central
Bohemian Research Library in Kladno in 2016.

In the regular section The News from the National Museum Library, the colleagues Matéj Méticka, Iva Bydzovska and Michal
Klacek provide information on the recent workshop The Possibilities Offered by the Digital Presentation of Broadside Ballads,
which was held in the New Building of the National Museum on 21 November 2018 within the research objective Kramarské
tisky a jejich producenti v geografickém kontextu [Broadside Ballads and Their Producers in the Regional Context] of the Insti-
tutional Funding of the Long-Term Conceptual Development of a Research Organisation.
