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Neznama varianta kutnohorského grose
Ludvika Jagellonského

Lubo§ Cizek

Prazské groSe Ludvika Jagellonského z mincovny v Kutné Hofe patii mezi vzacné razby gro-
Sového obdobi. Zakladni tfi typy Ludvikovych grosu véetné jejich chronologické posloupnosti
razby stanovila J. Haskova.' Ve své studii piedlozila také vycet viech znamych opisovych vari-
ant lice a rubu.

Tento vycet doplnil J. Meznik® o dvé neznamé varianty prazského grose Ludvika Jagellon-
ského z vlastni sbirky. Dalsi neznamou variantu liSici se od Haskové typu I1. a/l pismeny ve
slové PRAGENSES na rubu mince publikoval J. Hana.?

Ve sbirce autora tohoto piispévku se nachazi prazsky gro§ lisici se v nékolika detailech od
dosud znamych variant. Rubni razidlo je totozné s Meznikovym groSem ¢. 2.* lic ma rovnéz
zkracené PRIMV na konci vnitiniho opisu. Jedna se tedy nepochybné o razby, které na sebe
bezprostredné ¢asové navazuji.
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Vyznamnym rozdilem oproti Haskové typu II, jemuz plné odpovida kresba lva, je u obou
minci pouziti gotického pisma na rubu, kde Haskova zna jiz jen groSe s renesanéni majuskuli.
Neznamy gros se 1181 od Meznikova zcela chybéjicim délicim znaménkem v opise aversu nahofe,
kde razba publikovana Meznikem ma vyrazny ¢tyilisty kiizek mezi slovy BOEM a DEI. Pis-
meno O ve jméné LVDOVICVS ma tvar gotického pismene G. Chronologicky patfi tedy tento
gro§ stejné jako Meznikiiv na pocatek razby Haskové typu II.

Lubo$ CiZEK, Unknown variety of a grossus struck in Kutna Hora (Kuttenberg) under
Louis Jagiellon
Prague grossi struck under Louis Jagiellon in Kutna Hora (Kuttenberg) represent the rare speci-
mens of the period. J. Haskova classified three types of these coins including their chronological
sequence. She also listed all known varieties of obverse and reverse marginal legend in her study.
The mentioned list has been added with two unknown varieties of the Prague grossi struck under
Louis Jagiellon by J. Meznik from his own collection. Another unknown variety different from
the Haskova Type Il a/1 by its letters in the word 'PRAGENSES’ on its reverse was published by
J. Hana.
There is a grossus in the collection of the author of this article different from the recently known
varities in some details. Its obverse is equal to the specimen published by J. Meznik under no. 2,
and the reverse of the coin has also the shortened ‘PRIMV" at the end of its inner marginal legend.
The mentioned specimens must be positively chronologically closely connected.
Both coins are fully equal to the specimen under the Haskova Type Il concerning its image of lion,
but there has been Gothic lettering used on reverses of these coins comparing to the Renaissance
majuscule cited by J. Haskova. The author’s coin has no dividing mark in the upper part of the
obverse marginal legend comparing to the clear cross between ‘BOEM’ and ‘DEI’ as it is in the case
published by J. Meznik. The letter ‘O’ in the word ‘LVDOVICVS' reminds the Gothic ‘G’ much more.
Then, from the chronological point of view, the author’s coin — as well as the grossus published by
J. Meznik - belong to the very beginning of the production represented by the Haskova Type II.
