DEJINY ZEN A GENDEROVA HISTORIE V TEORII A PRAXI MUZEI A ARCHIVU
V CESKE REPUBLICE I

Dostava se vam do rukou druhé monotematické dvojcislo navazujici na workshop s nazvem Déjiny Zen a genderova historie
v teorii a praxi muzei a archivii v Ceské republice, uspotadany v ¢ervnu 2021 ve spolupraci Narodniho muzea a Moravského
déjin zen a genderovych studii v pojeti pamétovych instituci, zejména muzei, a ve vztahu k nim. Jestlize studie ptedchoziho
dvojcisla vétsinou pracovaly s teoretickymi koncepty genderovych studii a genderové historie, v tomto ¢isle najdeme predevsim
pripadové studie z oblasti d&jin Zzen, které dostavaji na svétlo minulost osob a skupin osob v historiografii i muzejni prezentaci
dlouho upozadénych. Studie se tykaji jak muzejni prezentace, tak sbirkotvorné ¢innosti ve vztahu k déjinam zen.

Eduard Kubi a Jiti Sousa se ve své studii vénuji jedné z takovych neviditelnych skupin Zen — selskym Zenam, a to v §irokém
pojeti od pfislusnic malozeméd¢lskych vrstev az po Zeny ptinalezejici k selské elité, a v navaznosti na vlastni vyzkum piedsta-
vuji mozné zplisoby muzejni prezentace jejich historické zkusenosti.

Vanda MaresSova nds zavadi nads do méstanského prostredi 19. stoleti. V navaznosti na svoji odbornou ¢innost kuratorky
sbirky textilu v Oddéleni starSich d&jin NM predstavuje unikatni sbirku odévl z poztstalosti rodin Palackych a Riegrovych
a hlavni aktérku, ktera svoji ,,sbirkotvornou ¢innosti* zajistila jeji uchovani — Libusi Brafovou.

Studie Marie Bahenské se soustfedi na zeny védkyné. Jednak pfiblizuje fondy malo zndmych zenskych osobnosti ceské
a ¢eskoslovenské védy napfi¢ riznymi obory, jednak tematizuje zpiisob, jakym se archivalie spojené s zenami dostavaji do Ma-
sarykova Gstavu a Archivu AV CR — nejen piimo jako poziistalostni fondy vyznamnych védky, ale také jako soudast pozi-
stalosti muza-védet, s nimiz byly védkyné v rodinném vztahu. Pfestoze se v druhém ptipadé jedna rovnéz o dilezité zenské
osobnosti ¢eské védy, nedostavaji se do archivu ,,samy za sebe®, teprve nasledné dochazi k vydelovanti jejich fonda z ptivodnich
“muzskych” fonda.

Text Lenky Vrchotové se soustiedi na moznosti, které pro vyzkum historie Zen a genderu poskytuje Archiv Ceské narodni
banky. V této souvislosti zviditeliiuje typy prament jako zaméstnanecké matriky, osobni spisy zaméstnankyn a zaméstnanct
bankovnich instituci nebo prameny vzeslé z uvérovych Setfeni ucinénych bankami. Ty predstavuji cenné zdroje informaci,
pokud jde o vstup zen na pracovni trh coby zivnostnic, obsazovani ufednickych mist v bankach a dalsich pené¢znich institucich
zenami apod.

Sona Sva¢ova nas seznamuje s materidly spojenymi se slovenskym Zenskym emancipaénim hnutim, které jsou ulozeny
v z Literarnim a hudebnim muzeu pii Statni védecké knihovné v Banské Bystrici. Konkrétné se v tomto kontextu soustiedi
zejména na vyvoj a strukturu fondu slovenské spisovatelky a feministky Hany Gregorové (1885—-1958).

Kratsi, nerecenzované texty se soustfedi na rizné aspekty muzejni prace ve spojeni s dé¢jinami zen. Text Tani Klementové
predstavuje vystavni projekt a vzdélavaci workshop pracujici s denikem Ruth Maierové, prezdivané ,,norska Anne Frank*, Ma-
rie Fouskova Vyskocilova nas na konkrétnim piikladu seznamuje s vystavni ¢innosti jako soucasti politické prace zen v meziva-
le¢né CSR. Petra Svobodové prezentuje piiklady tvorby Zen ze sbirky Muzea romské kultury a Katefina Barcuchova se vénuje
historii plisobeni zen v Ostravskému muzeu a vyvoji jejich postaveni v ramci jeho struktur.

Dvojcislo pak uzaviraji dvé recenze, resp. texty o knihach. Ve prvnim se Monika Stachova vénuje zasadnimu publikacnimu
pocinu zviditeliujicimu vzpominky Romi a Sintdl na Zivot pred 2. sv. valkou a v obdobi protektoratu. V druhém se Johana Lomo-
va na konkrétnich prikladech zamysli nad moznym emancipacnim potencialem publikaci koncipovanych jako kuratorské vybery.

Doufame, ze vas texty tohoto dvojcisla, které ve vztahu k pamétovym institucim akcentuji méné viditelna témata a postavy
nasi historie, zaujmou.

WOMEN'’S AND GENDER HISTORY IN THE THEORY AND PRACTICE
OF MUSEUMS AND ARCHIVES IN THE CZECH REPUBLICII

This is the second monothematic double issue following the workshop entitled Déjiny zen a genderova historie v teorii a praxi
muzet a archivii v Ceské republice (Women’s History and Gender History in the Theory and Practice of Museums and Archives
in the Czech Republic), organised in June 2021 in cooperation between the National Museum and the Moravian Museum. The
present issue builds on the more theoretically oriented previous texts, which dealt more generally with the theory and practice
of women’s history and gender studies in relation to memory institutions, especially museums. While the papers in the previous
issue mostly focused on the theoretical concepts of gender studies and gender history, this issue mainly features case studies
in the field of women’s history that bring to light the past of persons and groups long neglected in historiography and museum
presentation. The articles cover both museum presentation and collecting activities in relation to women'’s history.

Eduard Kubti and Jifi Sousa deal with one of these invisible groups of women, namely peasant women, in a broad sense,
ranging from members of the small farming classes to women belonging to the peasant elite. In connection with their own re-
search, they present possible ways of museum presentation of their historical experience.

Vanda Maresova takes us into the bourgeois milieu of the 19th century. Following her professional activity as a curator of
the textile collection in the Department of Older Czech History of the National Museum, she presents both a unique collection
of clothing from the Palacky and Rieger families’ bequest and the main actor who ensured its preservation with her “collec-
tion-making activity”, Libuse Brafova.

Marie Bahenska’s paper focuses on women scientists. It presents the fonds of lesser-known female personalities of Czech
and Czechoslovak science across various disciplines, as well as the way in which archival materials related to women came to
the Masaryk Institute and Archives of the Czech Academy of Sciences. These materials arrived not only directly as the bequest
of prominent female scientists, but also as part of the bequests of male scientists with whom the women were in a family rela-
tionship. Despite the fact that in the latter case, these women are also important personalities in Czech science, they do not enter
the archives “on their own”, their collections are only later separated from the original “male” collections.

Lenka Vrchotova’s text focuses on the research possibilities on the history of women and gender provided by the Czech
National Bank Archives. In this context, it brings to light types of sources such as employment records, personal files of female
and male employees of banking institutions, and sources arising from credit investigations made by banks. These constitute
valuable sources of information on women’s entry into the labour market as self-employed individuals, as well as the filling of
administrative posts in banks and other financial institutions by women.

Sotia Svaova presents materials related to the Slovak women’s emancipation movement that are kept in the Museum of Lit-
erature and Music of the State Scientific Library in Banska Bystrica. In particular, she focuses on the development and structure
of the collection of the Slovak writer and feminist Hana Gregorova (1885-1958).

Shorter, unreviewed texts focus on various aspects of museum work in relation to women’s history. Tana Klementova’s text
presents an exhibition project and an educational workshop based on the diary of Ruth Maier, nicknamed the Norwegian Anne
Frank, while Marie Fouskova Vyskocilova uses a specific example to introduce exhibition activities as part of women’s political
work in interwar Czechoslovakia. Petra Svobodova shows examples of women’s work from the collection of the Museum of
Romani Culture and Katefina Barcuchova discusses the history of women in the Ostrava Museum and the development of their
position within its structures.

The double issue concludes with two book reviews. In the first, Monika Stachova focuses on a major publishing project
that makes visible the memories of Roma and Sinti about life before World War II and during the Protectorate. In the second,
Johana Lomova uses specific examples to reflect on the possible emancipatory potential of publications conceived as curatorial
selections.

We hope that you will find the texts of this double issue, which highlight less apparent themes and figures in our history in
relation to memory institutions, interesting.
