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AMPHIBIA AND REPTILIA IN SOUTH MORAVIAN REGION

INTRODUCTION

The interest shown by the vertebratologists of our country in the fauna of am­
phibians and reptiles has always been but marginal. This approach to the groups of
animals can be interpreted as due to several reasons, such as the small number of
species representing our herpeto- and batrachofauna, their negligible economic
importance, the difficulties associated with the preservation of documentary spe­
cimens and, last but not least, the low attractiveness of these two faunistic groups.
One evidence supporting this statement is, among other things, the fact that, as part
of the Zoological Society affiliated to the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences, the
Herpetological Section (truly, the name should read: the Herpetological and Ba­
trachological Section) counts the least number of employees. Unlike this, non­
professional terrarists showed much more interest in these groups of animals; on
the one hand, some of the animal species became the object of their interests in
rearing them, or many a terrarist needed certain species, for example lizards, as
food for his/her exotic reptiles, while on the other hand, some of the non-profes­
sional terrarists began taking interes t for the simple reason of protecting these
animals.

In agreement with the slogan reading "LEARN TO KNOW A ND PROTECT"
the following conclusion was drawn as a necessity: to undertake mapping of the
occurrence of individual species of these animals to serve as a background upon
which to organize their rational protection. In view of the fact hardly any museum
here was collecting systematically specimens and data documenting occurrence of
amphibians and reptiles in this territory, it was decided to initiate special faunistic
actions with the help of both the professional and laic public (OPATRNY 1977,
1978, 1981; ANDERA 1984; REHAK, MORAVEC 1985).

The faunistic actions that are conceived on a large scale and make use of lots of
data obtained from collaborators (mostly amateurs) become often the object of
criticism pointing out the lack of a due level of reliability. It is true that, not
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infrequntly, the trustworthiness of such reports is missing the prerequisite of unifor­
mity, which in particular applies to the species featu ring taxonomic difficulties.
Despite that, the experience gained todate in the sphere of ornithology, where this
method has been applied with success for a longer period of time, indicates that the
positive features are superio r to the negative ones. The results of this paper have
also been largely based on the observations made by a wide range of co-workers.

MATERIAL AND METHODS

Following sources of information were used for compilation of this faunistic
paper:

1. The data reported in professional literature
2. The data obtained from other sources

The data reported in professional literature
There is no doubt that the book reading Fishes, Reptiles and Birds of Moravia

and Silesia (HEINRICH 1856) is one of the earliest publications concerned with
amphibia and reptilia in the territory of Moravia. Even when concrete localities are
missing in the book, with the exception of several cases, the author gives a complete
picture on the state of the then herpeto- and batrachofauna (at that time, amphibia
were grouped with reptilia).

Another work in which the author conveyed a more complex view of these
animal species did not appear until 1897 (WERNER 1897). His study was entitled:
Amphibia and Reptilia of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. One year later,
PRAzAK (1898) published his heavily disputed book which was judged disap­
provingly by WERNER in his review (1898). Since the data reported in the book
are questioned and no evidence exists in the National Museum Prague to support
their reliability, it was necessary to leave them out of consideration. Neverthe less,
it is evident that at least a part of his data has a sound value. In the early twenties
of this century, REMES (1923) published a work on distribution of the viper in
Moravia and Silesia. The author dealt with this subject in much detail and specified
concrete localities. A short but important study on the herpetological research
conducted in Moravia and Silesia was compiled by ADOLPH (1929). His work was
provided with an extensive review of literature.

Another work entitled The Amphibia of Bohemia, Moravia and Slovakia, Part I,
was written by STEPANEK (1939) and appeared in the quarterly Acta musei
nationalis Prague. Unfortunately, Part II of this work was not published because of
the outbreak of World War 2. His complete work on the Amphibia and Reptilia of
the Historical Lands of Bohemia and Moravia came out only after the War
(STEPANEK 1949). However, this extensive study was concerned primarily with
the territory of Bohemia, whereas that of Moravia received but little attention.

During the period following World War 2, the herpeto- and batrachological
literature published in this country has not been rich, too. From among the studies
worth mentioning here because of their importance be pointed out primarily the
one written by LANG (1957) and dealing with the fauna in the Vyskov region, and
another two works compiled by KUX (1975) and SEBELA (1982). The most
extensive publications of more recent time are those compiled by OPATRNY
(1978, 1979, 1982). They are given over to problems bearing on the amphibia and
reptilia in Czechoslovakian territory and include a number of faunistic data ob­
tained from most diverse herpetologists (the results of a faunistic action initiated
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and conducted by the Herpetological Society) and hitherto unpublished data de- .
posited in museums. However, relatively few of them relate to the South Moravian
Region.

In addition, the data reported in other than faunistic publications (e.g. pa­
rasitological works), such as VOITKOVA (1982) and GRULICH, KUX, ZA­
PLETAL (1957). The data presented by VOJTKOVA (1982) have been sup­
plemented by collection dates by the author.

SKLENAR and ROCEK (1979) were the authors of an extensive study on the
zoogeographical distribution of amphibia and reptilia in the East Bohemian Region
(some of the data relate to the South Moravian Region, too). HROMADKA,
PESKOVA and VOZENILEK (1982) published a similar work for the territory of
the North Bohemian Region. The present study has been conceived along similar
lines and as such should contain all available faunistic data from entire territory of
the South Moravian Region. The data obtained from other sources:

(a) The material deposited in museums and unpublished todate
(b) The results of faunistic actions via questionnaires .
(c) The results of observations made by the present authors
(a) Thanks to the understanding shown by certain workers in several museums,

we were allowed to excerpt relevant faunistic data accompanying localized material
in the collections. We wish to express our thanks to the following persons: Dr.
Lohnisky and Dr. Sklenar (Regional Museum of Eastern Bohemia); Mr. Oulehla
(South Moravian Museum Znojmo); Dr. Toman (Museum of the Highland Re­
gion); and Dr. Kux (Moravian Museum Brno).

(b) In 1981, sponsored by the Regional Centre affiliated to the State Care of
Historical Monuments and Protection of Nature, a faunistic action via question­
naires was launched. In the course of subsequent years, 5 in number, approximately
80 correspondents - both professional and non-professional zoologists - took
part in the action. And it was just due to these people that most of the data required
for compilation of this paper could be obtained. The present authors are grateful for
this kind of collaboration and wish to express thanks to all those having taken part
in it.

In addition to the action outlined above, there were another two questionnaire
actions taking place at the same time as the former was. Some of the data resulting
from these actions, mainly unpublished material being concerned, were utilized in
this paper, too. One of these actions called Observe and Take Down' was advertised
in the monthly 'Our Nature'. The results were handed over by the favour of Dr.
Andera, The other action was launched by the Czech Union of Protectors of
Nature, under the slogans reading 'Observation of Localities with Amphibian
Occurrence' and 'Observation and Protection of Reptiles'. The relults obtained in
this way are cited in the present paper using the same system as applied for the
citation of data resulting from our questionnaire action (by the favour of Dr.
Moravec).

(c) Furthermore, the data collected by us in the field have been included in the
results, too; in the majority of instances, they are not documented in the form of
preserved animal cadavers. Only in exception~l cases, which primarily, app~ies to
questionable species, the documentary matenal can be found deposited III the
collections of the Moravian Museum Brno, or in those under control of the Faculty
of Natural Science, Palacky University Olomouc.

The system of citing data reported in this paper is the one commonly used
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elsewhere. As for the citation of data obtained in some other way, following princi­
ples were applied: With the data from collections in museums the names of finders
and determinators are given following the leg. and det. abbreviations commonly in
use; colI. stands for the collection where the material in question has .been de- ­
posited, and then comes the name of respective institution written in an abbreviated
form, specifically: MM - Moravian Museum Brno; JM - South Moravian Mu­
seum Znojmo; KMVC - Regional Museum of East Bohemia Hradec Kralove;
MV - Museum of the Highland Region Jihlava; UP - Faculty of Natural Science
affiliated to the Palacky University Olomouc; ML - Museum Lesna, RMM ­
Regional Museum Mikulov and NM - National Museum Praha.

The data obtained from the faunistic actions via questionnaires are provided with
the author's name (in this particular case the finder and determinator is the same
person) and the abbreviation in lit, is added. Detailed data are available at the
Regional Nature Conservation Centre Bmo.

The finds made by the present authors are provided with their names and no
other references are added.

The Area under Study
From the geographical point of view, the South Moravian Region borders on

Austria in the south where the Dyje River course forms the boundary very roughly.
Not far from the confluence of the Moravian and Austrian courses of the Dyje
River the dividing line turns northernly and traverses the massif of the Bohemo­
Moravian Highland to reach the village of Svratka; at this point it changes the
direction and heads for the east to traverse the Drahany Upland, the Upper Mora­
vian Valley and the Hostyn Heights. Then it continues in the direction of the
southeast as far as the White Carpathian Range to merge there into the demarcation
lines berween Moravia and Slovakia; these lines pass along the White Carpathian
Crests and reach the Town of Hodonin from where the River March is the natural
boundary as far as the frontiers with Austria, near the Village of Lanzhot lying on
the confluence of the March and Dyje Rivers .

There are two orogenic systems - Hercynian and Carpathian - within the area
under study. The dividing line berween them passes midway the area, roughly in the
southwestern direction.

From the political point of view the South Moravian Region is an administrative
area of lst order, one of the regions totalling 12 in Czechoslovakia.

The Network of Quadrate Mapping
The Society of Czechoslovak Zoologists published a map of uniform quadrate

nerwork applicable for the mapping of biological objects. In this map, entire terri­
tory of the country is divided into figures that approximate quadrates in shape with
sides of about 12 km by 11,2 km paralleling the geographical co-ordinates (see
Fig. 1). All of the rows and columns are indicated with two-figure numbers. Each
quadrate is given a four-figure number; the first two figures indicating the row (in
the latitudinal direction) and the other two the column (in the longitudinal direc­
tion). The territory of South Moravian Region embraces a total fo 148 such quadra­
tes (including those in the border areas).

Clear arrangement and easy reading of the maps with occurrence of individual
animal species, further easy localization of the place of finding and possibility of
storing the data in the computer databank are several of the principal advantages
of this quadrate mapping. In addition, this technique partially removes the distor­
tion resulting from differences in unequal level of the research made in individual
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parts of the whole territory. On the other hand, a disadvantage of the quadrate
mapping is seen in that, with the species featuring scattered occurrence in the
territory (for example Lacerta viridis), the illustration obscures in part the insular
character (patchiness) of existing distribution.

RESULTS

An account is given in this paper of all data available here on the occurrence of
amphibia and reptilia in the South Moravien Region. Individual localities are listed
following the full scientificname of the species, the arrangement being according to
number of the quadrate in which the localities occur. With several data falling to
one and the same quadrate, only the most important records are included (but not
more than 4 or 5) and total number of the finding places reported from the quadrate
is added. If, for a certain species, there are several records made on different dates
in the same locality (for example the locality has been regularly observed), only two
of the dates, earliest and latest, are given.

The faunistic entry includes following data in succession: number of quadrate
(e.g. 6361), name of community within the cadastre of which the locality occurs
(e.g. Heralec), name of district (the administrative area of 2nd order, abbreviated
d., e.g. Zd'ar nad Sazavou), and the find is dated in the following order: day ­
month - year. Where not even the year of finding is known, the locality's name is
omitted. The author's name follows and, where necessary, title of the institution
under the control of which the material has been deposited, using the abbreviations
as specified in MATERIAL AND METHODS. In cases where the number of
quadrate is missing, the faunistic entry refers to the quadrate immediately preced­
ing.

Salamandra salamandra Linnaeus 1758

The area of geographical insular distribution in this species extends from 2nd to
6th vegetation tier. In its existence the animal is closely dependent on the remnants
of natural or close-to-nature forest stands. It finds the larger portion of subsistence
in the forest floor. For reproduction it needs brooks with pure water, headwaters
and the like. Direct collection or killing by man means a lesser threat for the species
to survive than does the gradual felling of natural stands followed by replacements,
in many an instance, with spruce monocultures. Moreover, the progressing pollu­
tion of waters in brooks and in other sources of water is a limiting factor for the
species' existence, too.

In the South Moravian Region fire salamander is found primarily in the Car­
pathian area (eastern part of the region) and on the foot-hills of the Bohemo-Mora­
vian Highland. The species is completely missing in the Valleys of the Dyje-Svratka
Rivers and the Lower Moravia Flatland, further in the hilly country westward of the
Treble - Zd'ar nad Sazavou line. Due to deforestation of the flood plains alongside
larger water courses - the sites of its probable occurrence - the animal has
disappeard. But it seems that there were some other agents responsible for the
species' absence in central parts of the hilly areas, because the biotopes preserved
there up to now are suitable for existence of this animal.

Tr iturus cristatus Laurenti 1768

This species comes under the Central European element, its occurrence ranging
between 1st and 4th vegetation tiers und er the conditions of both natural and
appreciably altered biotopes. Of all the newts living in Czechoslovakian territory
the existence of T. cristatus is dependent most on aqueous environments where it
is able to remain almost without interruption. This amphibian is relatively tolerant
to organic pollution of water but cannot stand the pollution by biocides and the
products of crude oil. Its development stages are also sensitive to acidity in water.
Securing existence of the sites suitable for reproduction is the primary task aimed
at protection of the species.

The area of geographical distribution extends within the range from 1st to 6th
vegetation tier. In the South Moravian Region this species' occurrence is nearly
continual. At the time of breeding it seeks out small ponds with shallow water and
puddles of water that never dry up, or brooklets with quiet pools. Despite the fact
that this animal is still relatively abundant in this Region, it deserves to be given
more attention, for the localities securing its existence are liquidated due to their
fiiling or drying up. Moreover, the species is susceptible to pollution, too.

Bombina bombina Linnaeus 1768

Zoogeographically, Bombina bombina comes under the Central European ele­
ment. Its range of occurrence extends from 1st to 4th vegetation tier. This species
is capable of colonizing large ponds as well as very small puddles of water forme d
in forest roads and fieldpaths . The female emits relatively little spawn and the
tadpoles develop faster than do those of the other toad species. The decrease
observed here in the B. bombina numbers is invariably the result of measures taken
toward intensification of agriculture - land improvement and application of
chemicals. These impacts have recently been strengthened by the occurrence of
acid rainfall. Co-action of the factors mentioned above has resulted in complete
extinction of the species in certain areas.

Bombina variegata Linnaeus 1758

This amphibian represents the Atlantic zoogeographical element, and its occur­
rence extends berween 3rd and 7th vegetation tiers. B. variegata spends the whole
life in water; it is found in shallow marginal belts of larger ponds and water reser­
voirs, but it inhabits also water areas of periodic duration. The female emits several .
tens of hundreds of eggs whose development is very fast. The tadpoles are extra­
ordinaly tolerant to organic pollution of water, and they are even capable of
overwintering in aqueous environments. The large-scale application of pesticides
and the disappearance of suitable sites for life or their intoxication are factors that
threaten existence of this species.

Dufo bufo Linnaeus 1758

The distribution of this frog in Czechoslovakia is almost continuous from the 1st
to the 8th vegetation tier. It is a true ubiquist living in forests, meadows, fields and
in human establishments. Small water ponds, reservoirs, fountains and others are
sufficient for the frog's reproduction. Tadpoles tolerate water even highly polluted
with organic matter. In spite of apparently non-exacting conditions required by this
species, the first signs of its being endangered have appeared. The frogs are often
poisoned with organophosphates and heavy metals occurring in biocides used in
agriculture. The filling of small pools and swamps decreases the chances for the
toad's reproduction in agricultural regions. During the spring season when the frogs
migrate to their reproduction habitats, large numbers of toads die under the car
wheels.

Bufo viridis Laurenti 1768

The species occurs from the 1st to the 5th vegetation tier in steppe and woodland
biotopes . During the spring season the adults seek shallow pools and puddles for
their reproduction. The tadpoles are resistant to water pollution with organic
mat ter. With regard to the adaptibility of this species towards both food com­
position and reproduction habitats, the toad has become a true synantrope. The
main and a very serious hazard to this frog is imposed by biocides, and recently also
by acidic rain . Moreover, drying up and filling of little pools renders these animal s'
reproduction impos sible.

Bufo calamita Laurenti 1768

In all probability, this species does not occur in the South Moravian Region. This
inference has been drawn from the results of a research made in tens of localities
held suitable for its existence and from those obtained by verifying a number of
reports which, in the end, proved to have been mistaken for either the common
European toad, the green toad or the common spade foot. The four data published
by OPATRNY (1978) were based on the reports supplied by respondents who
took part in an earlier action; it is our opinion that they are erroneous statements.
For a number of years, all present authors have been studying carefully the Jehnice
locality (not far from Bmo) for occurrence of this species, and it is hardly probable
they have failed detecting its occurrence in the locality. The remaining places of its
existence, three in number, cannot be localized accurately, but in view of the fact
that the occurrence of Bufo calamita has not yet been documented for any of the
adjacent regions in proximity of the South Moravian Region (South of Bohemia,
East of Bohemia, North of Moravia, West of Slovakia, Austria), the imposibility of
existence of natter-jack in such insulated localities is presumed. Moreover, no
specimen of the species from the studied area is available in any of the museums
here either.

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Hyla arborea Linnaeus 1758

This european tree frog's occurrence ranges berween lst and 3rd vegetation tiers.
Adult individuals live largely on land. Throughout the growing season (except fot
the breeding season) it stays on higher plants, in shrubs and tree crowns. To secure
due development of its progeny, however, the animal needs oligotrophic reservoirs
with a low content of nutrients. Large-scale farming and intensive fishery are
factors endangering existence of this species most of all. The sites suitable for
reproduction are damaged as the results of arondation, further they become de­
teriorated due to introduction of pond culture and duck rearing and threatened by
the runoff from nearby fields.

Rana lessonae Camerano 1882
This amphibian, which had not been recognized as independent species until

recently, is also questionable very much in taxonomic respects. It is true that the
animal was described in 19th century already, but it was held for a subspecies of
Rana esculenta. There are no more doubts now that the frog in an .independent
species. Even in this particular instance was it necessary to include here only the
data reported in literature, the documentary material deposited in museums, and
the data obtained by the present authors themselves.

In the South Moravian Region this frog occurs primarily in 2nd through 5th
vegetation tiers. Most frequently, it occupies moist grasslands, peat bogs, shallow
marginal belts of ponds and the like. Of all the so-called "water" frogs this species
is least dependent on water. Existence of this animal is endangered in the first place
by the fact that the natural sites for its life and reproduction are liquidated on a large
scale. In addition, the application of biocidal preparations in agriculture is a factor
of importance, too.

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Rana esculenta Linnaeus 1758

The complicated taxonomic situation resulting from hybridogenesis in this spe­
cies (Ogielska - Nowak 1985) and the difficulties associated with determination
of the species in the field made it impossible for the present authors to adopt the
data supplied by co-workers. It therefore follws that only reliable data could be
included here, factually the ones obtained by observations conducted by the
present authors themselves and the scarse information reported in professional
literature. It is evident from the results that this species occurs in entire territory of
the studied area except the topmost portions of the Bohemo- Moravian Upl and, the
Chfiby Heights and the White Carpathians. Of the group of so-called "green" frogs
living in water it is just this one to be endangered least, but the whole group of frogs
is disapp earing very quickly from Nature following the destruction of their natural
biotopes, that is oligotrophic pools, small lakes, ponds and dead channels. The
application of insecticides, in particular of the mosquito-controlling chemicals, is a
significant factor endangering this amphibian species.

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Rana ridibunda Pallas 1771

It is the rarest species in the group of so-called "water" frogs. In taxonomic
respects it is a very difficult amphibian. The frog occurs in several, presumably
insulated localities only and occupies Ist and 2nd vegetation tiers; all of the locali­
ties where the species occurs are found in alluvial deposits of the Svratka and Dyje
Rivers. The data given below are only the ones either documented or verified plus
detections made by the present authors.

This species is one of the most endangered amphibians in this country. The
localities where it still occurs, which are few in number, are endangered due to
filling, eutrophization and sometimes careless fish culture.

Rana temporaria Linnaeus 1758

It is the most abundant species of all the frogs living in this region and, besides
toads, also the most abundant amphibian. In addition to its occurrence in alluvial
deposits of the large water courses (such as the March, Dyje, Svratka and other
rivers) where it has been replaced by the vicarious species Rana arvalis, R. tem­
poraria is found in all vegetation tiers of the South Moravian Region.

Despite all that, this amphibian is threatened, too, similarly as the other am­
phibian species are, with the disapp earance of suitable sites for reproduction. The
pollution caused by application of chemicals to its biotope does not seem to playa
role of material importance.

In identifying the species, R. temporaria may readily be mistaken for any other
of the so-called "terrestrial" frog species, namely for Rana arvalis and R. dal­
matina, which justified our decision to include in this paper, besides the data
gathered by the present authors and the ones reported in literature, only the in­
formation offered by reliable respondents.

Rana arvalis Nilsson 1843

A very abundant species of the lst vegetation tier and the flood plains along large
water courses in the studied region. In the flood-plain forests it ranges with the most
abundant amphibians in general. Though sporadically, this amphibian occurs in all
other vegetation tiers of the studied area, mainly in moist meadows and peat bogs.
Of the group of "terrestrial" frogs R. arvalis is dependent most on aqueous environ­
ment.

In the area under study it is particularly the planwise destruction of flood-plain
forests realized on a large scale which threatens existence of R. arvalis and has been
underway todate. The changes of water relations due to regulation of the March
and Dyje Rivers have an adverse effect on this frog, too. The application of insec­
ticides to control mosquito populations is a negative factor of importance for
further existence of Rana arvalis.

Rana dalmatina Bonaparte, 1839

This species occurs mainly in the first two vegetation tiers, its penetration to
higher elevations, which occurs via the valleys of large water courses, is but excep­
tional. Of all the frog species living in this territory, Rana dalmatina is least depen­
dent on water. On the other hand, its existence is strongly endangered resulting
from the disappearance of either natural or artificial pools suitab le for reproduc­
tion . Except for the breeding season , this amphibian is found even a number of
kilometers off aqueous environments.
. Despite the fact thas specific identification of the "terrestrial" frogs offers no

special difficulty, only the data reported in literature and those gathered by the
present authors are included in this paper. Of the data obtained from our respon­
dents it was held justified to use only the ones warranting correctness of specific
identifications.

Emys orbicularis Linnaeus 1758

This tortoise lives in stagnant or moderately running waters with rich vegetation
and muddy bottoms. In Moravia it occurred continuously in the valley meadows
along the rivers March and Dyje in their first tiers of vegetation. As for other
localities, a secondary planting may be considered.. At present it eviden tly occurs
in one locality only, but even this is strongly threatened by the effects due to the
completed improvements on the Dyje. In addition to the river canalization works,
during which nearly all the biotopes of this reptile were destroyed, other risk factors
are water pollution and the catching, most frequent just in the case of torto ise as
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compared with other reptiles. Whenever somebody comes across a tortoise in
nature, he is likely to take it to his home. If the tortoise is not lucky enough to
escape, it mostly dies because of insufficient care.

We present all the data established about this species, including the prehistoric
ones, since this is the reptile most threatened in the region under investigation. The
prehistoric findings are also evidence that Emys orbicularis is autochtonic in this
area and was not planted artificially there.

Lacerta agilis Linnaeus 1758

In all probability, this species is the most abundant reptile in Czechoslovakian
territory . Zoogeographically, it comes under the Central European element, its
occurrence ranging between 1st and 5th vegetation tiers. Its populations occupy
steppes or forest steppes with deeper soil layers. It poses no special requirements for
the biotope, just the opposite, its mode of life has become nearly synantropic most
lately. This lizard can be found living in dumps, small allotment holdings, ditches
alongside roads, borders of field, railway fills and the like. Since its requirements for
the site are modest, the populations become often affected in various ways. Thus
the common practice of burning the grassy vegetation grown on field baulks is very
dangerous for the populations of lizards resulting in their direct killing and, simul­
taneously, in destruct ion of their fodder resource. The localities in small allotment
holdings or in the proximity of field crops are very often exposed to the harmful
action of pesticides. The populations that have been exposed either frequently or
repeatedly to such treatments develop reduced vitality and are affectable more
readily by the variations in climate and by their natural enemies.

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Lacerta viridis Laurenti 1768

Zoogeographically, this species comes under the submediterranean element, its
occurrence extending from 1st to 3rd vegetationtier. It prefers warm, stony hillsides
covered with bushes, railway fills, stoney borders of vineyards with small terraces,
limestone klippen and the like. Its occurrence is most abundant in limestone soils.
The efforts aimed at maintaining their biotopes that are often heavily affected or
completely destroyed due to app lication of incorrect treatments (such as afforesta­
tion of steppe hillsides, construct ion of weekend houses, stone quarrying and the
like) are of primary importance for further existence of these animals. Similarly as
with sand lizards, the populations of L. viridis are also endangered due to destruc­
tion of grassy vegetation by burning and by application of pesticides.

Lacerta vivipara Jacquin 1787

Zoogeographically, viviparous lizard comes under the palaeoarctic element, its
occurrence extending berween 4th and 8th vegetation tiers. In the alluvial deposits
along large water courses it exceptionally penetrates as far as the lst vegetation tier.
This species prefers living in moist biotopes, peat bogs, felled areas in forest stands,
and heaths. Similarly as with the other reptilian species, the efforts aimed at protec­
tion of this lizard's biotopes are of primary importance. The treatments of forest
cultures by spraying, the drying up of peat bogs and further interferences with the
biotopes often threaten the populations of Lacerta vivipara.

Podarcis muralis Laurenti 1768

Despite the fact that this species of lizard is not reported in present surveys for
Bohemia and Moravia, we have found two data on the occurrence of this reptile in
the territory under investigation, although these are of older date and any recent
verification of them is missing. We mean that these data (Werner, 1897 and Ad­
olph, 1922) are not reliable.

Anguis fragilis Linnaeus 1758

This species is found in convenient biotopes almost continuously up to the 6th
vegetation tier. The habitats are moderately wet sites with dense bush cover, conife­
rous and deciduous woods, and it also lives near human dwellings in densely grown
gardens, old parks and bushy balks. The slow-worm is still 'relatively abundant, but
often killed because of the freq uent confusion with snakes . In the neighbourhood
of busy places the population of slow-worms can thus be considerably reduced.

Natrix natrix Linnaeus 1758

This species is a most widely spread snake in Czechoslovakian territory. It occurs
in lst through 5th vegetation tiers and inhabits bushy banks of both stagnant and
free-flowing waters and canals, and moist forest stands.

Man ranks first among its enemies; not infrequently, people kill this snake
because of their ignorance of the species. Other threats for its existence are inten­
sive pond culture and duck rearing and the appreciably decreasing numbers of
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amphibians that constitute its major component of food. The eggs laid on composts,
heaps of manure or decaying leaves are often destroyed, too.

Natrix tesselata Laurenti 1768

This species is less abundant in the studied region than Natrix natrix, ringed
snake. The range of its occurrence embraces lst through 3rd vegetation tiers, the
sites preferred being those in the proximity of rivers and brooks. Mainly water
localities rich in fish populations are in the forefro nt of its interest, since fish are the
major component of its food. Populations of this reptile tend to decreasing in
number as a consequence of degradation in the quality of waters and liquidation of
natural banks along the water courses.

Elaphe longissima, Laurenti 1768

This grass snake belongs to our country's rarest repti les. It lives in warmer
habitats with the lst and 2nd vegetation tiers. Its occurrence is limited by the
existence of sites favourable for reproduction (hollow trees with rotting wood,
dunghills, compost heaps). The adults are relatively hardened, even surviving
severe winters . Because of the low population density this species) has not recently
been mentioned in survey publications for Moravia (e.g. STEPANEK, 1973,
HRABE, OLIVA, OPATRNY, 1973). Despite that, a sufficient number of literary
dates on its occurrence in Moravia have been available. However, some of them
must, today be considered as not undoubtedly true, and are therefore not presented
in this work (DVORAK, 1930, SILHAvv, 1962, VOGEL, 1952, a.o.). Besides
many other reliable data, Elaphe longissima .has recently been attested by the
authors of the present publication from severa l localities in the south and east of the
area under study.

Coronella austriaca Laurenti 1768

Zoogeographically, this reptile comes under the Central European element, its
range of occurrence in suitable biotopes extending from lst to 5th vegetation tiers.
The species is a typical inhabitant of the steppe and forest- steppe localities - it
inhabits dry and stony hillsides on the sunny side , borders of forest stands, old stone
pits and the like. Unlike most of the other reptile species living in Czechoslovakian
territory the biotopes needed for existence of this particular species are not, for the
time being, exploited too much by man and thus directly threatened. Devastation
of the places the animal inhabits occurs in rare cases, mostly due to the construction
of weekend houses only. In all probability, the fact that it is often mistaken for the
viper is most perilous for this snake.

Vipera berus Linnaeus 1758

Zoogeographically, this reptile belongs to the palaeoarctic element. As a rule, it
occurs in convenient biotopes of 3rd to 7th vegetation tiers, its penetration as low
as lst vegetation tier being but exceptional. The occurrence of V. berus is dependent
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mainly on convenient biotopes where the temperature and moisture are the limiting
factors. In the contrast to the generally adopted view of the viper's abundant occur­
rence on dry hillsides, this species does prefer places on the sunny side, but they are
moist. Thus, it can be found in moist felled areas of forest stands, in peat bogs,
mountain grasslands. Unfortunately, the measures taken toward land improvement
and other landscape-forming treatments are responsible for disappearance of the
biotopes essential for this reptile to exist. In addition, it is often hunted by human
beings.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION

In this work are summarized all the data that are available here on the occurrence
of amphibia and reptilia in the South Moravian Region. The reported detections
whose accurate dating (the year at least), localization (the community at least)
proved failure or, for some reason, were found unreliable or questionable had to be
ruled out. Thus, most of the data reported by PRAZAK (1898) were not included,
and so were not the finds reportred by some of the respondents who took part in
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the Actions mentioned in Introduction, the reasons being obvious incorrectness or,
basing on the results of discussion with the respondent, it was evident that he
himself was not quite certain concerning his determination of the find(s). More­
over, also data on the distribution of green-coloured frogs (Rana esculenta com­
plex) had to be ruled out because of the difficulties experienced in determining
them correctly, with the exception of the information reported by KUX (1975),
RATAJSKY (1971) and some other authors, and the data gathered by the present
authors. Last but not least, the selection of data on the distribution of both species
of the Genus Bombina was made very carefully, because of the occurrence of their
crosses.

Concerning certain findings of interest, it is considered worth mentioning here
the complete absence of fire salamander in western parts of the studied area in the
Dyje-Svratka Dale and the Lower-Moravian Valley. Also, of interest are certain
detections ofthe alpine newt, its penetration as far as the lower-lying situations near
the town of Brno, while the detections of crested newt give evidence of its patchy
distribution irrespective of the vegetation tiers and altitude above sea level.

Although the distribution of yellow bellied toad is of the Atlantic type, the
species is essentially more abundant in the eastern, i.e. Carpathian parts of the
South Moravian Region, whereas the fire bellied toad occurs in abundance every­
where in the lower-lying situations. The occurrence of common spade foot has been
reported from but few localities, yet its factural distribution is presumed to be
almost areal throughout the studied area.

The occurrence of green toad, although this species is slightly more ther­
mophilous than the common european toad, is reported even from situations in the
Uplands (surroundings ofZd'ar nad Sazavou), The data relating to the occurrence
of natter-jack (OPATRNY 1985) are held for unreliable; they were based on
unverified information obtained from respondents, and in the opinion of the
present authors the occurrence of either common spade foot or common european
toad was confused with this species.

Grass frog is almost missing in the Dyje-Svratka Dale and the Lower Moravian
Valley. The only data reported todate on its occurrence in those parts are the ones
by RATAJSKY (1971). In the remaining parts of the area this species is found in
abundance.

The european pond tortoise, which occurred as an original species in the South
Moravian Region in past years, does not seem to exist there any longer. Since the
mid-seventies of this century the present authors have been trying hard to detect a
single reliable evidence documenting occurrence of this species in the studied area,
but in vain.

As far as the lizard species are concerned, it is primarily the green lizard to be
mentioned because of its area of geographical distribution which features appreci­
able patchiness and is the remnant of an earlier areal distribution in the first three
vegetation tiers. Unlike this, sand lizard is still abundant in the Region and shows
evident synantropizing tendencies. This species is missing only in areas subject to
intensive exploitation for agricultural purposes and in the higher lying situations of
the Uplands, Chiiby Heights and White Carpathian Ranges. In turn, these areas are
inhabited by the viviparous lizards, but this species depends on what has been left
of the waterlogged meadows, peat bogs and moist sites. The data on its occurrence
are still incomplete.

It is true that smooth snake occupies similar sites as green lizard does, but the

former penetrates as far as the higher lying situations corresponding to the 4th, in
places to the 5th vegetation tier. For its existence, Coronella austriaca is bound to ,
valleys of the larger water courses. This snake is abundant most in the proximity of
more extensive dammed lakes. Aesculapian snake, whose occurrence in the South
Moravian Region had long been unknown, penetrates this area partly in the Dyje
River valley, near the town of Znojmo (conterminous with Austria), partly in the
norhtern parts of the White Carpathians (conterminous with Slovakia). The possi­
bility of detecting this species in localities of the studied area is not excluded.

The wall lizard, which occurs in Slovakia, near Bratislava, and in Austria, near
Heinburg and Vienna, has not been reported from the South Moravian Region .
Despite that, its occurrence in areas of the Pavlov Heights and the Carpathians is
anticipated.
