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PROJEKT PROVENIO, DATABAZE PROVENIO A ZPRACOVANI PROVENIENCI

V KNIHOVNE NARODNIHO MUZEA

Abstract: The aim of the PROVENIO Project: The Method of Book Provenance Research, which was initiated by the National Museum
Library in 2012, is to create the methodology for the cataloguing of provenance notes and marks in books in the MARC 21 cataloguing
format. The article briefly summarises the existing cataloguing recommendations and the basic adjustment and expansion of the MARC 21
cataloguing format, some inspired by the modifications introduced by the CERL, others proposed by the National Museum Library. The
cataloguing recommendations concern both the MARC 21 cataloguing format for bibliographic records and modify some of its parts for it
to be utilisable also for a detailed description of provenance notes and marks on the one hand, and on the other hand the format for authority
data, which has been adjusted and expanded so as to meet the requirements on cataloguing and sufficient characteristics of the owners of
books (individuals, families, corporations) and their book collections. Particular attention has been paid to the issues of linking various fields
of bibliographic entries related to one particular provenance mark. The article further presents a proposed controlled thesaurus for the
cataloguing and description of provenance marks, which has been implemented in cataloguing systems as an authority file.
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Ctenaiské zaznamy v knize, které mohou identifikovat
jejich vlastnika ¢i vlastniky, at’ uz se jedna o fyzické osoby,
nebo o korporace a at’ uz tyto zdznamy vznikaly zamérné ¢i
bezdécne, predstavuji dulezity aspekt knizni kultury a déjin
¢tenafstvi poodhalujici rousku tém jejim strankam, které mo-
hou pfinést dulezité poznatky nejen d&jinam knihy a kniho-
ven samotnym, ale jsou dulezitym zdrojem pro védecky
vyzkum dal$ich disciplin: d¢jiny elit, d€jiny kazdodennosti,
kulturni déjiny, sociologii atp. Vyznamnym zptisobem rov-
néz dokladaji kulturni a umélecky transfer v obdobi stiedo-
veku, raného novoveku, ale i moderni doby.

Provenien¢ni zaznamy v knihach mohou mit nejriznéj-
$i obsah i formu. Muze jit o jednoduché rukopisné ptipisky
zaznamenavajici jméno majitele, popf. misto a zptisob akvi-
zice, nezfidka také cenu dotéené knihy. Muze se jednat
o rozsahlejsi dedikacni zdznamy zachycujici v plné délce ti-
tulaturu obdarovavané osoby, o graficka exlibris vlepovana
na ptedni pridesti knihy tak, jak se s nimi setkdvame v pod-
staté dodnes. Majitel si mohl knihu oznacit také inicialami
¢i erbem razenym na piedni desce knihy. At uz maji prove-
niencni poznamky a znacky jakoukoliv podobu, pfedstavu-
ji jakysi cestovni pas kazdé knihy a svédectvi o jejim zivo-
té. Proto predstavuje vyzkum knizni provenience, celosve-
tové zatim pomérné¢ mlada slozka knihovédného badani,
nesmirné zajimavou problematiku s dosud nedocenénym
potencialem pro dalsi védni obory.

V roce 2012 zah4jila Knihovna Narodniho muzea praci
na projektu PROVENIO: Metodika vyzkumu kniznich pro-
venienci. Projekt PROVENIO byl podpofen Ministerstvem
kultury Ceské republiky v ramci Programu aplikovaného vyz-
kumu narodni a kulturni identity (NAKI). Je rozvrzen do
ctyt let (2012-2015) a jeho hlavnim cilem je vyvoj metodi-

ky s nérodni platnosti pro katalogizaci proveniencnich za-
znamu a znacek v knihach, ktera v soucasnosti v ¢eském kni-
hovnictvi chybi a i v dal§ich evropskych zemich je teprve ve
stadiu vyvoje. Resitelsky tym tohoto projektu (Jaroslava
Kagparova, Richard Sipek a Marta Vaculinova — pracovnici
oddéleni rukopist a starych tiskti Knihovny Narodniho mu-
zea) pocitoval aktualni potiebu katalogiza¢ni metodiky pre-
devSim pri vyzkumu partikularnich provenienc¢nich kniz-
nich celkl v ramci sbirek Knihovny Narodniho muzea, kte-
ré obsahuji pozoruhodnou mozaiku starsich, ptivodné auto-
nomnich kniznich fondt chronologicky sahajicich od stie-
dovéku az do moderni doby. Dalsim dtlezitym tkolem pro-
jektu je vytvofeni samostatné textoveé-obrazové autoritni
databaze vlastniki knih a kniznich celkd ,,PROVENIO*
a webového portalu, ktery by slouzil nejen ke zvetejilovani
pribéznych vysledkl prace na projektu a proponované me-
todiky, soupisu relevantni literatury a internetovych odkaza
k problematice knizni provenience, ale soucasné hostil elektro-
nické diskuzni forum umoziujici jednak diskuzi zajemcti,
jednak zvefejiiovani snimkid neidentifikovanych proveni-
encnich poznamek a znacek. Portal byl ve zkuSebnim pro-
vozu spustén jiz v minulém roce a je v soucasnosti pristup-
ny na adrese http://www.provenio.net. Soucasti portalu je
rovnéz vyhledavaci rozhrani autoritni databaze vlastnika
knih PROVENIO a databaze relevantnich bibliografickych
zaznamd.

Kromé troj¢lenného fesitelského tymu spolupracuji na
projektu také pracovnici dalSich oddéleni Knihovny Nérod-
niho muzea (oddéleni zdmeckych knihoven, oddéleni kniz-
ni kultury a oddé€leni zékladni knihovny). Externi spolupra-
ce probihd v kooperaci s jinymi odbornymi slozkami Na-
rodniho muzea (Archivem Nérodniho muzea, Ceskym mu-



zeem hudby, Naprstkovym muzeem) a dal$imi institucemi
(zejm. Literarni archivem a Knihovnou Paméatniku narodni-
ho pisemnictvi v Praze, Ustavem informaénich studii a kni-
hovnictvi FF UK) a jednotlivcei (pracovniky z fad literarnich
historiki). Technickym partnerem je firma KP-Sys s. r. 0.
v Pardubicich.! Firma KP-Sys je dodavatelem elektronického
knihovniho systému Verbis a OPAC katalogu Portaro, ktery
Knihovna Narodniho muzea pouziva a jenz slouzi jako plat-
forma pro vyvoj katalogiza¢ni metodiky a databaze PROVENIO
a firma KP-Sys zajistuje technickou stranku projektu.

Zpracovavané fondy tvofi rukopisy, prvotisky, tisky z let
1501-1800 (osobni i rodové Slechtické sbirky, méstanské
knihovny) i novodobé fondy s proveniencné zajimavymi
kniznimi celky (osobni knihovny vyznacnych ptedstavitel
Ceské literatury a kultury 19.-20. stoleti).

Pti pripravé metodiky jsme se inspirovali existujicimi
a vznikajicimi pravidly pro katalogizaci knizni provenience
v zahrani¢nich knihovnach. Pfitom jsme se vSak snazili re-
flektovat specifické formalni i obsahové aspekty ptivodem
¢eskych provenienénich zaznamu. Zakladni inspiraci pro nas
byla metodika prace pani Monique Hulvey z lyonské Biblio-
théque municipale a pravidla Konsorcia evropskych vé-
deckych knihoven (CERL). Od loiiské navstévy Oxfordské
problémy projektu, jsme v pracovnim kontaktu se zastupci
CERL Cristinou Dondi a Sarah Wheale. Vyvoj metodiky vyraz-
n¢ ovlivnila také pani Michaela Scheibe z berlinské Staats-
bibliothek. Dalsi inspiraci a korekci prace na projektu prinesly
navstévy Universitni knihovny ve VarSavé a akademickych
knihoven v Paiizi (Bibliothéque Mazarine a Bibliothéque de
I'Institut de France).

Ptipravovanou metodiku Ize rozdélit do dvou okruht,
které tematicky koresponduji se dvéma zakladnimi katego-
riemi katalogiza¢niho formatu MARC 21. Pfi evidenci pro-
venien¢nich udaju, jakychkoliv identifikovatelnych stop po
predchozich vlastnicich konkrétni knihy, je zpravidla tfeba
uplatnit dvoji pfistup. Za prvé evidovat a je-li to mozné iden-
tifikovat konkrétni provenien¢ni poznamku, zapis ¢i znac-
ku. Podrobné ji charakterizovat a zaroven popsat veétsim ¢i
mensim souborem deskriptort, snadno srozumitelnych, s je-
jichz pomoci bude ¢tenai-badatel schopen v budoucnu tento
konkrétni zdznam vyhledat. Za druhé alespon stru¢né cha-
rakterizovat vlastnika konkrétni knihy ¢i konkrétniho sou-
boru knih, at’ uz se jednalo o jednotlivce, rodinu-rod nebo
instituci (klaster, Skolu, mésto). Zatimco prvni piistup je z po-
vahy véci Gizce svazan s formatem MARC 21 pro bibliogra-
fické zaznamy, protoze provenienéni poznamka ¢i znacka je
zpravidla spojena s konkrétni knihou a kniha je rovnéz
jejim fyzickym nosi¢em, sméfuje druhy pristup k formatu
MARC 21 pro autoritni hesla, protoze tato kategorie katalo-
gizacniho formatu poskytuje dostatek prostoru pro zdznam
biografickych (osoby a rody) a historiografickych (korpora-
ce) informaci vztahujicich se ke konkrétnimu vlastnikovi
knihy ¢i knizniho celku.

Metodika zpracovani provenien¢nich poznamek, zapist
a znacek v knihach v sobé zahrnuje problematiku obsahu

i formy budoucich bibliografickych katalogiza¢nich zazna-
mi. Za obsahovy problém miizeme oznacit vyvoj adekvat-
niho formalizovaného nazvoslovi, pokud mozno hierarchic-
ky ¢lenéného, které by dokazalo relativné presné identifiko-
vat konkrétni typ proveniencni znacky ¢i zapisu, jez by vSak
soucasné bylo dostatecné obecné na to, aby dokazalo po-
jmout Sirokou typologickou §kalu provenienc¢nich zaznamt.
Rizeny slovnik, ktery vznikl v ramci feSeni projektu a ktery
ma tyto potfeby naplnit, je rozdélen do tfi hierarchickych
urovni, které postupné precizuji charakteristiku provenienc-
niho zapisu ¢i znacky v knize. Zakladni, nejvyssi uroven je
rozdélena do deseti skupin oznacenych fimskymi ¢islovka-
mi [-X:

Kazda z téchto skupin je dale podrobnéji charakterizo-
vana podfizenymi kategoriemi upiesiujicimi formalni i obsa-
hové aspekty konkrétniho provenienéniho zaznamu v knize.

Obe¢ hierarchické tirovné jsou autoritni a jejich formalni
¢i obsahové tpravy pii katalogizaci nejsou ptipustné z da-
vodu zajisténi spolehlivého vyhledavani napfi¢ bazi. De-
skriptory prvnich dvou hierarchickych trovni jsou proto ka-
talogizatorovi v systému k dispozici v podobé¢ autoritnich
slovniktl, z nichz vybira a vklada pfedem definované popis-
né fraze. Tteti hierarchicka Groven predstavuje fakultativni
doporuceni pro katalogizatora, které neni zavazné a mize
byt dale upravovano a doplnovano. Kategorie v této nejniz-
§i urovni maji poskytnout zakladni voditko pro katalogiza-
tora pii tvorbé podrobnych charakteristik proveniencnich
zaznamu a alespon v zakladni mife unifikovat jejich formalni
i obsahovou podobu tak, aby usnadnily pozdé&jsi vyhledava-
ni v ramci celé baze. Tteti hierarchicka uroven je do kni-
hovniho systému Narodniho muzea implementovana formou
nepovinné napoveédy ke konkrétnimu poli systému (pole 561).

Nazvoslovi bylo vytvareno soubézné ve dvou jazyko-
vych mutacich, cesky a anglicky, a vysledna podoba prvnich
dvou hierarchickych trovni byla zpracovana formou auto-
ritnich zaznamt ve formatu MARC 21 tak, aby vytvofila
jednoduchy soubor autorit a byla snadno implementovatel-
na do béznych elektronickych knihovnich systému. Kazdy
autoritni zadznam obsahuje Ceskou i anglickou mutaci
deskriptoru tak, jak ukazuje nasledujici priklad:

Biografické | historiografické informace: Tobias Fischer studoval medicinu v Padové, kde se imatrikuloval 25. 10. 1584 a kde také jiZ v inoru 1585 ziskal doktorsky titul. Po svém
navratu do viasti se stal méstskym lékafem ve svidnici. Podle Raphaela Finckensteina prosiul swmi dily poetickymi a historickymi vice neZ svym lékafskym umé&nim. Je autorem
fady basni a ve star3i literatufe jsou £asto citovdny jeho slezské déjiny, které viak ziistaly pouze v rukopise.

Charakteristika kniZni sbirky: Po knihowné Johanna Cratona z Crafftheimu je Fischerova knihovna druhou nejpocetnéjsi 1ékafskou knihovnou v Nostické knihovné v Praze. Z
Fischerowy knihovny se dochovalo celkem 38 titull ve 40 svazcich. Tvofi relativné pestrou skupinu skladajici se zteologické, historiografické a v jednom pfipadé téz filologické
literatury.

Charakteristika nejcastéjSich provenienénich zaznami: Charakteristickym a jedinym identifikovanjm provenienénim zaznamem Tobiase Fischera v knihdch Nostické knihovny je
dosti podrobné rukopisné exlibris uvadéné vidy na titulnim listu, které zaznamenava nejen jméno viastnika knihy, ale rovnéZ misto a €as akvizice té které knihy.

Pro identifikaci riznych poli vztahujicich se k téze prove-
nienéni znac¢ce jsme pouzili podpole $8, jehoz vyskyt je povo-
len ve vsech ctyfech relevantnich polich a jehoz funkce je v za-
kladnim manualu formatu MARC 21 definovéna jako ,,Pro-
pojeni souvisejicich poli” v ramci jednoho zaznamu.

THE PROVENIO PROJECT, THE PROVENIO DATABASE AND THE PROVENANCE
TREATMENT IN THE NATIONAL MUSEUM LIBRARY

The reader’s records in the book that may identify the
owner or owners, be they individuals or corporations, no
matter if these records were made intentionally or
inadvertently, they are an important aspect of book culture
and reading history uncovering the veil of those of its aspects
that may not only provide important information for the
actual book and library history but that are also a major
source of scientific research of other disciplines: the history
of the elites, the history of everyday life, cultural history,
sociology etc. Likewise, they significantly document the cultural
and artistic transfer in the Middle Ages, Early Modern Period as
well as the Modern Period.

Provenance records in books may be of various content
and form. They may be simple handwritten additions
containing the name of the owner, sometimes the place and
method of acquisition, and often also the price of the book
concerned; they may be more extensive dedication records
showing the full title of the book’s recipient, or graphic ex
libris attached to the front pastedown like we basically
know it today. The owner could mark his book also with his
initials or coat of arms stamped on the front book cover. No
matter what form the provenance notes and marks have,
they are a kind of passport of each book and evidence of its
life. Therefore, book provenance research, a globally still
relatively new component of bibliological research, is an
immensely interesting study area whose potential for other
scientific disciplines has not been fully appreciated yet.

In 2012, the National Museum Library began to work on
the PROVENIO Project: The Method of Book Provenance
Research. The PROVENIO project has been supported by
the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic within the
Applied Research and Development of National and
Cultural Identity Programme (NAKI). It is planned for four
years (2012-2015), with its main objective being the
development of a nationally applicable methodology for the
cataloguing of provenance notes and marks in books, which
is currently lacking in Czech library science and which is
still being developed in other European countries. The
research team for this project (Jaroslava KaSparova,
Richard Sipek and Marta Vaculinovad — employees of the
Department of Manuscripts and Early Printed Books of the
National Museum Library) felt the need for a cataloguing
methodology mainly in the research of particular provenance
book collections of the National Museum Library, which
contain a remarkable mosaic of earlier, originally autonomous
book collections ranging from the Middle Ages until the
Modern Period. Another important assignment of the project
is to create a separate textual-visual authority database of
the owners of books and book collections, ‘PROVENIO’,
and a web portal which would not only be used to publish

continuously the results of the work on the project and the
methodology proposed, a list of relevant literature and
internet links concerning the issues of book provenance, but
which would also host an online discussion forum that
would additionally make it possible to publish images of
unidentified provenance and marks. The portal was
launched in a test mode already last year and is currently
accessible at http://www.provenio.net. A part of the portal is
also the search interface of the book-owner authority
database PROVENIO and a database of the relevant
bibliographic records.

Apart from the three-member research team, also
employees of other departments of the National Museum
Library (Chateau Library Department, Book Culture
Department and Central Library Department) cooperate in
the project. External cooperation takes place in collaboration
with other sections of the National Museum (National
Museum Archives, Czech Museum of Music, Naprstek
Museum) and other institutions (mainly the Literary
Archives and Library of the Museum of Czech Literature in
Prague, the Institute of Information Studies and Librarianship
of the Faculty of Arts of Charles University in Prague) and
individual literary historians. A technical partner in charge
of the technical aspects of the project is the company
KP-Sys s. 1. 0. in Pardubice.! KP-Sys is a supplier of the
electronic library system Verbis and the OPAC catalogue
Portaro, which the National Museum Library uses and which
serve as the platform for the development of the cataloguing
methodology and the PROVENIO database.

The processed collections comprise manuscripts,
incunabula, early printed books from 1501-1800 (personal
and family aristocratic collections, bourgeois libraries) as
well as modern collections with groups of books interesting
in terms of provenance (personal libraries of outstanding
representatives of Czech literature and culture of the 19th
and 20th centuries).

In the preparation of the methodology, we were inspired
by the existing as well as new rules for the cataloguing of
book provenance in libraries abroad while we however tried
to reflect the specific formal and content aspects of
provenance records of Czech origin. The basic inspiration
came from the work methodology of Monique Hulvey from
Bibliothéque Municipal in Lyon and the rules of the
Consortium of European Research Libraries (CERL). On
our visit to the Bodleian Library (University of Oxford) last
year, where we consulted the most important issues of the
project, we established working contacts with the CERL
representatives Cristina Dondi and Sarah Wheale. The
development of the methodology was also significantly

influenced by Michaela Scheibe from Staatsbibliothek in
Berlin. The work on the project was further inspired and
improved by our visits to the University of Warsaw Library
and academic libraries in Paris (Bibliothéque Mazarine and
Bibliothéque de 1'Institut de France).

The methodology being prepared may be divided into
two areas which thematically correspond to two basic categories
of the MARC 21 cataloguing format. When recording
provenance data, any identifiable traces of previous owners
of a particular book, it is usually necessary to apply two
approaches: first, one has to record and, if possible, identify
a specific provenance note, record or mark, characterise it
in detail and describe it using a larger or smaller set of
easily understandable descriptors, which will make it
possible for the reader-researcher to find this particular
record in future; second, one has to characterise at least
briefly the owner of a specific book or a specific set of
books, be it an individual, family or an institution
(monastery, school, town). Whereas the first approach is by
definition closely connected with the MARC 21 format for
bibliographic records, because a provenance note or mark is
usually linked with a particular book and the book is
simultaneously its physical carrier, the second approach is
oriented towards the MARC 21 format for authority entries,
because this cataloguing format category provides enough
space to record biographic (individuals and families) and
historiographical (corporations) information concerning a
specific owner of a book or a book set.

1. Bibliographic Records

The methodology of the treatment of provenance notes,
records and marks in books involves the issues of the
content and form of the future bibliographic cataloguing
records. A content issue is the development of an adequate
formalised terminology, preferably hierarchically arranged,
which could relatively precisely identify a specific type of
provenance mark or record but which would also be general
enough to be able to encompass a wide typological range of
provenance records. The controlled dictionary that emerged
during the work on the project and that is to meet these
needs has been subdivided into three hierarchical levels,
which gradually specify the characteristics of a provenance
note or mark in the book. The basic, highest level has been
subdivided into ten groups designated by Roman numerals
I-X:

I.  Handwritten Note

II.  Printed Ownership Mark

III.  Ownership Blind Stamp

IV. Seal

V.  Record in an External Source
VI. Characteristic External Feature
VII. Censorship

VIII. Fake Provenance

IX. Autograph

X. Other

Each of these groups is further characterised in more
detail by subordinate categories specifying the formal as
well as content aspects of a particular provenance record in
a book.

The first two hierarchical levels concern a controlled
thesaurus of authority files and their formal or content
modifications during cataloguing are not acceptable;
otherwise, the search through the database would not be
reliable. The descriptors of these two hierarchical levels are
therefore available for the cataloguer in the system in the
form of the controlled thesauri, from which he/she selects
and inputs predefined descriptive phrases. The third
hierarchical level contains a facultative recommendation
for the cataloguer, which is not binding and may be further
modified and complemented. The categories at this lowest
level may provide the essential guidance for the cataloguer
in the creation of detailed characteristics of provenance
records and at least basically unify their form and content to
facilitate later search within the entire database. The third
hierarchical level has been implemented into the library
system of the National Museum Library in the form of an
optional help for a specific system (field 561).

The terminology was prepared simultaneously in two
language mutations, Czech and English, and the resulting
appearance of the first two hierarchical levels was treated in
the form of authority records in the MARC 21 format so as
to create a simple authority file and be easily implementable
into common electronic library systems. Each authority
record contains both Czech and English mutation of the
descriptor, as illustrated in the following example:

A formal issue in the development of cataloguing met-
hodology is the system of rules and recommendations regu-
lating the method of entering the individual components of
note or mark provenance description in a cataloguing record
and their structuring in the MARC 21 cataloguing format.
In the case of a bibliographical record, the issue is chiefly
the specific use of fields 561, 655, 700 (710). Based on the
recommendation of our colleagues from the CERL, we used
field 655, whose prescribed content is characterised in the
basic wording of the rules for the creation of bibliographic
records in the MARC 21 format as ‘Index term — genre,
form’, to enter descriptors from the first two hierarchical
levels of the above-described controlled thesauri of authori-
ty files of provenance notes and marks. At the same time,
field 655 of a bibliographic record adopts the content of
field 155 of an authority record of the thesaurus in an unal-
tered structure:

Subfield 655 $a will then contain one of ten basic
categories of the first hierarchical level of the thesaurus of
provenance typology, subfield 655 $b one of the categories
of the second hierarchical level.



The problem of the identification of the field content
character, i.e. whether it is a ‘genre, form’ in accordance
with the original standard rule, or note or mark provenance
characteristics following the CERL recommendations, is
resolved by adding the label ‘provcz’ in subfield 655 $2
(‘Heading or term sources’) in the second case.

Field 561, i.e. ‘Ownership history note’, contains more
detailed characteristics of the note or mark provenance,
which may be freely created by the cataloguer or
complemented from the help containing categories of the
third hierarchically lowest level of the provenance typology
thesaurus. The text of the note should also contain the
location of the note or mark provenance in the book (‘on the
title page’, ‘on the front pastedown’, ‘on the back flyleaf”
etc.) and the transliteration or transcription of a note or
mark text, e.g.:

Fields 700 and 710, i.e. ‘Added Entry — Personal Name
or Corporate Name’, contains the name of the author of the
authority note or mark of an individual or a family, or of a
corporation. The role of the owner is identified with the role
code ‘fmo’ (‘Former owner’) in subfield 700 $4, or 710 $4.
At the same time, the field refers to an authority record from
which the data on the owner have been adopted.

Field 856 provides space for linking visual information
for a record, mostly digital images of a provenance note or
mark, which bring the most important details on the form of
a provenance mark. The binding has simply been captured
using the URL form in the subfield 856 $u, referring to
a place where the image is saved online, and the text of the
link in subfield 856 $y, into which URL is to be inserted,
e.g.

Another important problem that had to be resolved was
the aggregation of the fields related to one provenance
mark. If a book contains more than one provenance mark,
which happens relatively often, the same field occurs
repeatedly, each time referring to another provenance mark.
In the visualisation of the entire bibliographic record in the
standard OPAC interface, the system has a natural tendency
to display the content of the fields based on their order in a
MARC record and not according to their relation to
individual provenance marks. If one book contains five
provenance marks by five different successive owners and
the cataloguer fills in all four above-mentioned fields (561,
655, 700 (710), 856) for each of them, OPAC first displays
in the given bibliographic record the content of all five
occurrences of field 561, then the content of all five
occurrences of field 655 (by the way, in the case of these
two fields in an entirely illogical order), followed by the
successive names of the five owners listed in five occurrences
of field 700, i.e. the names that should represent the
headings of the individual descriptions of provenance

marks, and finally five links to the provenance mark
images, which will be difficult to assign to the characteristics
in fields 655 and 561 and to the name in field 700 (710).

For the identification of various fields related to the
same provenance mark, we used subfield $8, whose occurrence
is allowed in all four relevant fields and whose function is
defined in the basic manual of the MARC 21 format as the
‘Field link and sequence number’ within one record.
Subfield $8 consists of a sequence number, which is the
same in all of the related fields, i.e. in the fields related to
one provenance mark, and of data on the ‘field link type’,
which is set in this case as ‘\c¢’ (collection). In the first
occurrence of fields 561, 655, 700 (710) and 856, related to
the first — earliest — provenance mark, subfield $8 will have
the form $8 1\c, in the second occurrence related to the
second mark it will be $8 2\c, in the third $8 3\c etc. In the
final display in the OPAC, the fields will then be grouped
not by their natural order in the record but by the identical
content of subfield $8. If one book contains three provenance
marks, this sequencing would then be the following:

2. The Owners’ Authority Entries

Records of the data on the individual, family or
institution that owned the book in the past forms the second
area of the provenance cataloguing methodology, which
concerns the MARC 21 cataloguing format for authorities.
The names of the owners which appear in the bibliographic
records in field 700, or in field 710, have been adopted in
the National Museum Library from the ‘PROVENIO —
individuals, families’ and ‘PROVENIO — corporations’
authority databases. These databases contain only the
authority records of the former owners of the books, which
have certain specific features and have been expanded in
comparison with the standard authority records. An
emphasis has been placed on more detailed biographic-
historiographical data in field 678.

As against common authority records, the authorities
covering individuals have been enriched with fields 370,
374 and 375, which have been included in the MARC
format only recently. Field 370 ‘Related place’ contains the
birthplace ($a), the deathplace ($b) and the country ($c),
field 374 the occupation and field 375 the sex of the
individual catalogued, e.g.:

The most significant change characteristic of PROVENIO
authority records is the specific use of field 680, which is
defined in the basic manual of the MARC format as ‘A public
general note’. Field 680 usually appears in the authority
records of the PROVENIO base in several occurrences;
with a single exception, individual occurrences are used to
describe a book or a book collection in the possession of the
catalogued owner from several aspects. The type of information
contained in subfield 680 $i is briefly characterised by the
label in subfield 680 $a, which precedes it. Individual
occurrences generally characterise a book, books or library
of the catalogued owner (680 $a Characteristics of the book
collection:), the provenance marks and notes that he/she
used (680 $a Characteristics of the most frequent provenance
records:), the current deposition of the books or library (680
$a Location of the book collection:). The only exception is
the description of the available archivalia related to the
catalogued owner (680 $a Characteristics of the documentary
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collection:) and its deposition (680 $a Location of the
documentary collection:), e.g.:

Like in a bibliographic record, field 856 is used for links
to external documents, mostly visual, which may provide
information not only on the form of the preserved books
and the most frequent provenance records, but also on the
owner, the furniture in which books were stored, or also
other collections connected with the library: a collection of
paintings, a Kunstkammer (Cabinet of Curiosities) etc. Field
856 may however likewise mediate access to sources and
documents of a different character. It may contain links to
online-accessible film documents, radio shows concerning
the catalogued individual, family or institution. The structure
of a record in the field is identical with the structure of this
field in a bibliographical record.

In an authority record, field 856 is also used to provide
access to links to the cataloguing records of books or entire
book sets which have been dispersed in multiple institutions,
both domestic and abroad. In such a case, field 856 contains
a URL with a link to a specific cataloguing record accessible
in the OPAC catalogue of a particular institution. In some
cases, one authority record may thus contain several links to
bibliographical records in both domestic and foreign libraries.

Another objective of the PROVENIO project is to
interconnect preserved fragments of earlier libraries that
have been scattered all over Europe and often even overseas
in the course of history, somehow to reconstruct them
virtually.

One more problematic point that needed to be resolved
in cooperation with the company KP-Sys was the
diversification of authority sources for fields 700 and 710.
It was necessary to ensure that the authority records were
adopted in the bibliographical records from two separate
database stocks (‘PROVENIO — individuals, families’ and
‘PROVENIO — corporations’) separated from the two basic
authority collections of the library system (‘The names of
individuals’ and ‘The names of corporations’) including the
primary and secondary responsibility such that the authority
record in the role of the owner of the book would be
expanded by the required information on extant books with
related provenance, on the form of the most frequent
provenance notes and marks and the current location of the
extant books (pole 680). An authority record of the same
individual or institution (e.g. in the role of the translator or
publisher) may naturally be shorter. The solution developed
and implemented by the company KP-Sys makes the entry
of the authority record in field 700 or 710 dependent on a
previous obligatory role code selection, on the basis of
which the system selects between the authority stocks of the

PROVENIO database (if the ‘fmo’ role code — a former
owner — has been selected) and the basic authority stocks of
the system (if any other role code has been selected), from
among which the cataloguer subsequently selects the
required authority record.

Partnership

The PROVENIO database is a collection of authority
records of individuals, families and corporations in the roles
of book owners; its records are currently linked to any
bibliographical records in the National Museum Library, in
the Czech Museum of Music and in the Naprstek Museum
Library. Before the entire project is completed and its
results evaluated, cooperation with further institutions is
expected. Of course, the application of the above-
mentioned methodology by further libraries is not tied to
the cooperation with the National Museum Library, which
in this case acts as the investigator of the pilot project and
proposer of a generally applicable methodology. In future,
however, cooperation and the sharing of newly created
authority and bibliographical records would undoubtedly be
beneficial for all those who would be interested in the
recording and treatment of book provenance, in particular
because the sharing of authority records objectively saves
time during cataloguing and makes it possible to create new
authority records. At the same time, a reference to one
particular authority record from bibliographical records of
several libraries will facilitate and accelerate the
aggregation of the bibliographical records of books
scattered in several libraries and connected in terms of
provenance with a single individual or institution, and
hence at least a partial reconstruction of the original form of
a book set that no longer exists.

Considering that the described methodology is still
being complemented and edited, we will be grateful to the
kind reader for any suggestions, questions and comments.
