Exhibitions are one of the main purposes of a museum, and in recent years the
Czech Museum of Music has endeavoured to give major support to this part of its work.
Despite restricted finances, the museum seeks out little-known or neglected subjects, and
enhances traditional exhibitions with special programs for all types of visitors. Because it
is situated in the historic centre of Prague, it cannot fail to reflect the important share of
its visitors who are tourists and others interested in music coming from abroad; therefore
the exhibitions are presented with written material and commentary both in Czech and
in English. Most of the exhibitions are the result of long-term professional and scholarly
preparations allowing display of unknown memorabilia from the musical past for the
first time. Several permanent expositions and long-term exhibitions both in Prague and
elsewhere in the Czech Republic have been created in recent years in cooperation with
other institutions: as representative of them all let us name the project Piano? Piano!
Piano! -The Mystery and Beauty of Keyboard Instruments Over the Centuries, presented
in 2008 in the castle in Litomysl. Also in 2008, another part of the museum’s building
was remodelled, and its furnishings expanded-affording new possibilities for unusual
themes and their active treatment while preserving the high professional level of the
Czech Museum of Music.

Prodanéeé nevesty

MILAN POSPISIL

Prodané nevésta (poprvé 30. kvétna 1866 v Prozatimnim divadle v Praze) se stala
nejznaméjSim hudebné dramatickym dilem Bedficha Smetany a celosvétoveé prijatym
idedlem Ceské narodni opery. Jeji popularita se vSak nesitila jen divadelnim provozova-
nim, ale cestami dnes jiZ mnohdy zapomenutymi a zpUsoby pUsobicimi nékdy kuriézné.
Pripomenout tento jeji ,druhy Zivot” mimo jeji vlastni existenci na opernim divadle bylo
amyslem nékolik vystav pocatkem 21. stoleti. Prvni, nazvana Prodana nevésta znama
i neznama (Muzeum Bedficha Smetany v Praze 25. 9. 2001 - 31. 12. 2003, autor katalo-
gu, libreta a scénare Milan PospiSil), s reprizami v Muzeu Jindfichohradecka v Jindfichové
Hradci (vernisaz 22. 4. 2004) a v Regionalnim muzeu v Litomysli (vernisaz 18. 6. 2004
v rdmci mezinarodniho operniho festivalu Smetanova Litomysl), predstavila priifez recep-
ce Prodané nevésty véetné adaptaci hudby i divadelniho tvaru pro domaci i vefejné, zivé
i mechanické produkce, jeji vazné i parodické vyuziti v hudebnim, ¢inohernim i loutkovém
divadle a ve filmu. Posledni vystava Druhy Zivot Prodané nevésty v saloné, v kuchyni,
v hostinci, venku a na ulici (autor katalogu a libreta Milan Pospisil) se uskutecnila ve spo-
lupréci Zapadodeskeé galerie v Plzni s Narodnim muzeem - Ceskym muzeem hudby - Mu-
zeem BedFicha Smetany ve vystavni sini ,13“ ZCG v Plzni (19. 2. - 27. 4. 2008). Vénovala
se Prodané nevésté tentokrat ve vylucném zaméreni na jeji inspirace vytvarnému umeéni
s rlznym poslanim a v rozmanitych sférach Zivota spole¢nosti od malifstvi a plastiky az
k uZitému uméni. Také diky novym akvizicim a nalezim se zde verejnosti predstavil dosud
nejrozsahlejsi soubor mimodivadelniho vyuZiti Prodané nevésty ve vytvarném umeéni.
Vystavy pribliZily celou Skalu nejrozmanitéjSich projevd popularity Prodané nevésty, kte-
ré spoluvytvarely obsah pojmu ,narodni opera“ a jsou z déjin jeji recepce neodmyslitelné.

odana nevésta (The Bartered Bride), premiered 30 May 1866 in the Provisional
Czech Theatre in Prague, became the best known musical-dramatic work of Bedfich
Smetana and has been accepted all over the world as the ideal of Czech national opera.
Its popularity spread not only through performances in theatres but by paths that are
now often forgotten, and ways that sometimes seem curious. Commemoration of this
‘second life’ of The Bartered Bride outside operatic theatres was the purpose of several
exhibitions early in the twenty-first century. The first, titled The Bartered Bride Known and
Unknown, with conception, text, and catalogue by Milan PospiSil, shown in the Bedfich
Smetana Museum in Prague from 25 September 2001 to 31 December 2003 then in the
Museum of the Region of Jindfichlv Hradec (opening 22 April 2004) and the Regional
Museum in Litomysl (opening 18 June 2004 as part of the Litomysl Smetana International
Opera Festival), presented a cross section of the reception of The Bartered Bride including
adaptations of both its musical and theatrical aspects for productions both at home and
in public, live and mechanical, and its use in musical theatre, spoken plays, marionette
plays, and films both for serious purposes and in parodies. The latest exhibition, A Second
Life for The Bartered Bride - in the Salon, the Kitchen, the Tavern, Outdoors, and in the
Street, with text and catalogue by Milan PospiSil, was mounted as a collaborative effort
of the West Bohemian Gallery in Plzen and the Bedfich Smetana Museum (a part of the
Czech Museum of Music, under the National Museum) and shown in Exhibition Hall ‘13’ of
the West Bohemian Gallery from 19 February to 27 April 2008. It was devoted entirely to
inspirations given by The Bartered Bride to visual arts with various purposes and in diverse
spheres of social life, from painting and sculpture to utilitarian art; thanks in part to new
acquisitions and discoveries, the public had a chance to see the most extensive collection
to date showing examples of the opera’s usage in visual arts outside the theatre.
The exhibitions presented the whole range of the most varied manifestations of the
popularity of The Bartered Bride, which helped define the concept of a ‘national opera’
and are inseparable from the history of its reception.
