Studie a dalsi texty tohoto dvojéisla opét sleduji rizné aspekty muzejni odborné prace — od analyzy konkrétniho sbirkového
predmétu pies historii a soucasnost vystavnictvi az po dokumentaci soucasnosti.

Text Pavly MikeSové, kuratorky sbirky obrazii star§ich ¢eskych déjin Narodniho muzea, zkouma novy ptirastek do zdejsi
kolekce portrétnich miniatur. Portrét distojnika od Patrizia Kettnera, pochazejici z 1. poloviny 19. stoleti, autorka ve své studii
analyzuje z hlediska formy, stylu i kontextu.

Dalsi dva texty se dotykaji otazky vztahu materialni kultury a narodni identity. Pfibéh ucasti Naprstkova muzea na svétové
vystavé v Chicagu v roce 1893 ve své studii predstavuje kuratorka této instituce Pavla Hubackova. V USA byla tehdy prezen-
tovana kolekce lidovych vysivek ¢eskych zen. Autorka se soustiedi na proces organizace ¢eského zapojeni, jeho hlavni aktérky
a aktéry a ukazuje, jak se do néj propisovala dynamika vztahii mezi krajany, Cechy ve staré vlasti a rakouskou ufedni moci.

Historicka Jana Mezerova analyzuje némeckojazy¢nou vlastivédnou produkci druhé poloviny 19. a pocatku 20. stoleti
v Cechach, zabyva se v této souvislosti vztahem regionalni a narodni identity a jejich proménami.

Politologové Michal Maly a Ales Michal pfedstavuji vlastni terénni vyzkum zahrnujici dokumentaci parlamentnich voleb
v roce 2021, prezidentskych voleb v roce 2023 a protivladnich protestti v letech 2022 a 2023, seznamuji nas s jednotlivymi
¢astmi procesu od piipravné faze pies realizaci po interpretaci.

Posledni dva texty pak pfinaSeji muzejni inspirace ze zahrani¢i. Miroslava Burianova nam zprostfedkovava vystavni inspi-
race z Pafize, a to z oblasti muzejni prezentace mody, a Pavlina Vogelova nas zavadi na fotograficky festival svétového formatu
Photo London 2023.

The studies and other texts in this double issue again follow various aspects of museum professional work: the analysis of a spe-
cific collection object, the history and present of museum exhibitions, and the documentation of the present.

The text by Pavla MikeSova, curator of the collection of paintings of the Department of Older Czech History at the National
Museum, examines a new acquisition to the collection of portrait miniatures. She analyses the portrait of an officer by Patrizio
Kettner, dating from the first half of the 19th century, in terms of form, style and context.

Two additional texts deal with the relationship between material culture and national identity. The story of the Naprstek
Museum’s participation at the World‘s Fair in Chicago in 1893 is presented in a study by the curator of this institution, Pavla Hu-
backova. At that time, a collection of folk embroideries made by Czech women was presented in the USA. Hubackova focuses
on the organisation of Czech involvement, its main actors, and shows how the dynamics of relationships among the expatriate
community, Czechs in the homeland and the Austrian official power, were interwoven into the event.

Historian Jana Mezerova analyses the German-language patriotic production during the second half of the 19th and the
beginning of the 20th centuries in Bohemia, focusing on the relationship between regional and national identity and how these
identities transformed over time.

Political scientists Michal Maly and Ales Michal present their field research documenting the parliamentary elections in
2021, the presidential elections in 2023 and the anti-government protests in 2022 and 2023. Their study introduces the different
parts of the process, from the preliminary phase through implementation to interpretation.

The last two texts offer museum inspirations from abroad. Miroslava Burianova presents us with exhibition inspirations from
Paris in the field of museum fashion presentation, and Pavlina Vogelova takes us to the world-class photography festival Photo
London 2023.
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
