Obcasna oteviena Cisla odbornych €asopist predstavuji v akademickém prostoru jedinecnou platformu pro reflexi roz-
manitosti historického vyzkumu. Na rozdil od monotematickych ¢isel, kterd umoznuji soustiedénou a hlubokou analy-
zu vymezeného problému, otevira tematicka otevienost svobodny rdmec pro podchyceni Sirokého spektra aktudlnich
piistupt, metod a zdjmu badateld. Takové Cislo se néhle stava laboratornim prostorem, kde se stfetavaji riznorodé
historické discipliny a pristupy, umoziujici vytvaret komplexné¢jsi obraz minulosti. Podstata téchto ¢isel spociva v ak-
tivnim interdisciplinarnim dialogu o aktualnim stavu interpretaci minulosti i ndhledu na soucasnost.

Podzimni ¢islo Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia tento princip pln¢ ilustruje. Pfedlozené studie pokryvaji §iro-
kou skalu ¢asovych, tematickych a metodologickych horizontti od sportovnich a politickych peripetii studené valky
pies institucionalni a muzejni praxi, divadlo, vizualni a materidlni kulturu az po regionalni hospodaiské a socialni fe-
nomény. Spole¢nym jmenovatelem vSech pfispévkl je zdjem o kulturni pamét’, zprostfedkovani a uchovani historické
zkuSenosti prostiednictvim medialnich dokumentt, materidlnich artefaktt, digitalnich dat nebo vizualnich reprezentaci.

Piispévek Jana Lomicka otevird aktualni ¢islo pohledem na Zzivotni a sportovni osud ceskoslovenské olympijské
vitézky Olgy Fikotové-Connollyové. Zaméiuje se na slozitou interakci mezi osobnim rozhodnutim, politickym omeze-
nim a medializaci. Tento pfipad ilustruje, jak osobni rozhodnuti jedince — sportovce — mtze byt reflektovano v §ir§im
ideologickém a institucionalnim kontextu studené valky. Zaroven poukazuje na specifické mechanismy statni kontroly
a cirkevni participaci pii regulaci osobnich rozhodnuti. Studie navic analyzuje pozdéjsi olympijskou kariéru Fikotové
v americkém tymu, kriticky hodnoti soucasny stav poznani a aktualizuje podnéty metodologickych otazek biografic-
kého vyzkumu.

Dvé studie Libora Vodi¢ky a Lenky Saldové nabizeji pohled do praxe dokumentace soucasného ¢eského divadla pro-
stfednictvim sbirek Divadelniho oddéleni Narodniho muzea. Vodi¢ka metodologicky analyzuje historické a instituci-
onalni podminky, které formuji systematickou dokumentaci soudobého divadla, a popisuje hlavni pilife sbirkotvorné
a dokumentacni prace v letech 2017-2025 vc¢etné tematickych a zanrovych sond mapujicich rtzné aspekty performa-
tivnich aktivit. Zvlastni pozornost je vénovana obdobi pandemie covidl9, kdy divadla ¢astecné suplovala socidlni
a edukativni funkce a doilo k pfesunu piedstaveni do virtualnich prostor a exteriéri. Saldova na to navazuje pro-
stfednictvim pfipadové studie o kauze nastupu Pera Boye Hansena do Narodniho divadla v roce 2019, kdyz ilustru-
je praktickou aplikaci téchto dokumentacnich principt. Studie ukazuje, jak kuratofi aktivné generuji a systematicky
zpracovavaji digitalni data. Demonstruje, jak je takto cilena kontextualni dokumentace nezbytna pro zachovani konti-
nuity kulturniho dédictvi v dynamicky se proméiujicim prostfedi nejen soucasného divadla. Spolecné tyto piispévky
stvrzuji, ze sbirky Narodniho muzea nejsou jen depozitdfem materidlnich artefaktti, ale také analytickym néstrojem
soucasnych digitalnich forem pro porozuméni dynamickym proméndm soucasnosti.

V navazujicim pfispévku autorky Kristyna Blechova a Daniela Zaveska zkoumaji ikonografii konzumace alkoholu na
lidovych fajansovych nadobach ze sbirek Etnografického oddéleni Narodniho muzea. Ukazuji, Ze alkohol hrél a hraje
v lidové kultufe vyznamnou roli jak v kazdodennim zivoté, tak v rdmei svate¢nich rituald, pficemz materialni zdznamy
tohoto fenoménu jsou pomérné omezené. Je paradox, ze se piimé motivy konzumace v dekorativnich vzorech objevuji
jen ziidka. Analyza zaroven ukazuje paralely a variace motivli napfi¢ vyrobnimi oblastmi, ¢imz pfispévek pfispiva
k sir§imu porozumeéni vizudlni reprezentaci kazdodennich a ritudlnich praktik v lidové kultufe a naznacuje metodolo-
gické moznosti interdisciplinarniho zkoumani materidlniho dédictvi i v této oblasti.



Text Ondfeje Taborského se zaméfuje na vizualni komunikaci environmentalnich témat prostfednictvim plakatt v ob-
dobi statniho socialismu v Ceskoslovensku. Analyzuje, jak plakaty reflektovaly dobovy vztah k ptirodg, jaké umélecké
a jazykovée prostfedky vyuzivaly a ¢im se liSily od propagandistickych praktik v jinych oblastech za komunistického
rezimu. Studie pfitom klade diiraz na rizné role objednatell, producentl a tvlirc,, kombinaci riznorodych vizudlnich
stylt, ale i relativni absenci ideologickych symboli. Zvlastni pozornost je vénovana trienale Ekoplagat, jez predsta-
vovalo platformu pro vetfejné zviditelnéni environmentalnich pocinti. Studie ukazuje, Ze tyto plakaty neslouzily pouze
k edukaci ¢i propagaci, ale zaroven poskytovaly prostor pro uméleckou autonomii a zdjem o problematiku zivotniho
prostiedi.

Regionalni dé&jiny v mikrohistorické perspektivé jsou zastoupeny praci Ondieje Stépanka, jenz zkouma hospodaiské
trhy na Podkarpatské Rusi. Studie ukazuje, ze ekonomické a socidlni praktiky regionalniho trhu nelze chéapat izolova-
né. Byly propojeny s narodnostnimi komunitami, kulturnimi zvyklostmi ¢eské a slovenské komunity. Text zdluraziuje
vyznam interdisciplinarniho ¢teni prament, cerpd z periodik, paméti, fotografii a reportazi potfebnych k analyze a po-
chopeni komplexnich historickych procest. Jde o cenny pfinos k poznani hospodaiskych a socialnich déjin regionu.

Zaveérecna studie Hany Rudovské je vénovana pozustalosti Frantiska hrabéte Liitzowa. Analyza mobiliafe pracovny
a dalsich artefaktii ze Zampachu ukazuje, Ze institucionalni, hodnotové a organizaéni faktory zasadné ovliviuji vi-
ditelnost a interpretaci historickych sbirek. Studie pfindsi poznani o muzejni praxi, procesu muzealizace a vyznamu
materialnich artefakti pro kulturni pamét’ a vefejnou historiografii.

Toto aktualni ¢islo ukazuje, ze historii a muzeologii nelze chapat jako statické discipliny. Kazdy pramen, at’ uz digi-
talni, materidlni, ¢i vizudlni, vyzaduje kritickou reflexi, metodologickou bdélost a interdisciplinarni ptistup. Casopis
Narodniho muzea Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia se tak profiluje také jako platforma, kterd podporuje inter-
disciplinarni dialog mezi badateli, generacemi a oborovymi perspektivami, které jsou dnes, v dobé rychlych spolecen-
skych a technologickych zmén, zasadni pro uchovani kulturni paméti a jeji smysluplné interpretace.



SPECTRUM OF HISTORY

Occasional open issues of academic journals provide a unique platform for reflecting on the diversity of historical re-
search in the academic sphere. Unlike single-theme issues, which allow for focused and in-depth analysis of a specific
problem, thematic openness provides a free framework for capturing a wide range of current approaches, methods, and
interests of researchers. Such an issue suddenly becomes a laboratory space where diverse historical disciplines and
approaches collide, allowing for a more comprehensive picture of the past. The essence of these issues lies in an active
interdisciplinary dialogue on the current state of interpretations of the past and views of the present.

The autumn issue of Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia fully illustrates this principle. The papers presented
cover a wide range of temporal, thematic, and methodological perspectives, from the sporting and political mishaps of
the Cold War, through institutional and museum practice, theatre, visual and material culture, to regional economic and
social phenomena. The common denominator of all contributions is an interest in cultural memory, the mediation and
preservation of historical experience through media documents, material artifacts, digital data, or visual representations.
Jan Lomicek’s contribution opens the current issue by examining the life and sporting career of Czechoslovak Olym-
pic champion Olga Fikotova-Connolly. It focuses on the complex interaction between personal decisions, political
restrictions, and media coverage. This case illustrates how the personal decisions of an individual — an athlete — can
be reflected in the broader ideological and institutional context of the Cold War. At the same time, it demonstrates the
specific mechanisms of state control and the Church’s participation in regulating personal decisions. The paper also
analyses Fikotova’s later Olympic career in the US team, critically evaluates the current state of knowledge, and up-
dates methodological questions in biographical research.

Two papers by Libor Vodi¢ka and Lenka Saldova offer insight into the practice of documenting contemporary Czech
theatre through the collections of the National Museum’s Theatre Department. Vodicka methodologically analyses the
historical and institutional conditions that shape the systematic documentation of contemporary theatre, and describes
the main pillars of collection-building and documentation work in 2017-2025, including thematic and genre probes map-
ping various aspects of performative activities. Special attention is paid to the COVID-19 pandemic period, when the-
atres partially performed social and educational functions and performances were moved to virtual spaces and exteriors.
Saldova follows up on this with a case study of Per Boye Hansen’s joining the National Theatre in 2019, illustrating the
practical application of these documentation principles. The study shows how curators actively generate and systemat-
ically process digital data. It demonstrates how such targeted contextual documentation is essential for preserving the
continuity of cultural heritage in the dynamically changing environment of not only contemporary theatre. Together,
these contributions confirm that the collections of the National Museum are not only a repository of material artifacts,
but also an analytical tool of contemporary digital forms for understanding the dynamic changes of the present.

In a follow-up article, authors Kristyna Blechova and Daniela Zaveska examine the iconography of alcohol consump-
tion on folk faience vessels from the collections of the Ethnographic Department of the National Museum. They show
that alcohol played and continues to play an important role in folk culture, both in everyday life and in festive rituals,
although material records of this phenomenon are relatively limited. It is paradoxical that direct motifs of consump-
tion rarely appear in decorative patterns. At the same time, the analysis shows parallels and variations in motifs across
production areas, thereby contributing to a broader understanding of the visual representation of daily and ritual prac-
tices in folk culture and suggesting methodological possibilities of interdisciplinary research into material heritage
also in this area.

Ondfej Taborsky’s text focuses on the visual communication of environmental themes through posters during the peri-
od of state socialism in Czechoslovakia. It analyses how posters reflected the contemporary relationship to nature, what
artistic and linguistic means they used, and how they differed from propaganda practices in other areas under the com-
munist regime. The paper emphasises the different roles of clients, producers and creators, the combination of diverse
visual styles, and the relative absence of ideological symbols. Special attention is paid to the Ekoplagat triennial event,
which provided a platform for publicising environmental achievements. The paper shows that these posters not only
served for education and publicity but also provided space for artistic autonomy and interest in environmental issues.

Regional history from a micro-historical perspective is represented by the work of Ondiej Stépanek, who examines eco-
nomic markets in Carpathian Ruthenia. The paper shows that the economic and social practices of the regional market
cannot be understood in isolation. They were linked to national communities and the cultural customs of the Czech and
Slovak communities. The text highlights the importance of interdisciplinary reading of sources, drawing on periodi-
cals, memoirs, photographs, and reports necessary for analysing and understanding complex historical processes. It is
a valuable contribution to the knowledge of the economic and social history of the region.



The concluding paper by Hana Rudovska is dedicated to the estate of Count Francis Liitzow. The analysis of the fur-
nishings of his study room and other artifacts from Zampach shows that institutional, value-based, and organisational
factors have a fundamental influence on the visibility and interpretation of historical collections. The paper provides
insights into museum practice, the process of musealisation, and the significance of material artifacts for cultural mem-
ory and public historiography.

This current issue shows that history and museology cannot be understood as static disciplines. Every source, whether
digital, material, or visual, requires critical reflection, methodological vigilance, and an interdisciplinary approach.
The National Museum’s journal Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia thus profiles itself not only as a platform that
supports interdisciplinary dialogue among researchers, generations, and disciplinary perspectives, which are essential
today, in a time of rapid social and technological change, for the preservation of cultural memory and its meaningful
interpretation.
