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deals with photographs of the descendants of Bedfich Smetana (1824-1884) from his first marriage
to Katerina Kolarova (1827-1859). This involves likenesses of Katefina Kolarovd, her children,
and her grandchildren. Not included are persons who married into the family, nor are likenesses
of Bedrich Smetana himself covered. The survey is based on research of records in the acquisition
and inventory records of the Bedfich Smetana Museum from 1931 to 2020 and on research of the
originalinventory of exhibits at the B. Smetana Memorialin Jabkenice. Relationships between family
members are shown by simple genealogy tables. In many cases, comparisons of photographs have
enable the recognition of previously unidentified persons and the specifying of dating, provenience,
and locations of photographic studios. The article largely focuses on collections of photographs
from the family along the line of descent from Zofie Schwarzov4, Bedfich Smetana’s daughter from
the most recent acquisition (2019-2020).
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The collections at the Bedfich Smetana Museum document not only Smetana’s life and
works, but also his family and the broader context in which he was living and working.
Documentation and memorabilia of Smetana’s life and works began to be compiled

systematically for a future museum by the Society for Erecting a Monument to Bedfich
Smetana in Prague' during the period from the great Smetana Exhibition in 1917 until the
founding of the Bedrich Smetana Museum (hereinafter the MBS) in 1926. Two years later,
the Czechoslovak state purchased the composer’s estate from the Smetana family,* and it
was gradually turned over to the Smetana Museum between 1929 and 1932 At first, the
collections were temporarily stored at the Musicology Institute of Charles University
because the Smetana Museum did not acquire its present site, the building of the former
Old Town waterworks, from the city of Prague until 1935. Since 1976, it has been part of
the National Museum. The museum’s collections have been supplemented continually by
purchases and donations of all kinds of materials including individuals’ estates.

The Bedrich Smetana collection is the most valuable part of the MBS’s holdings and
is unquestionably part of the Czech nation’s cultural heritage in the field of music. The
photographic archive can be regarded as another important collection for documenting and
presenting matters involving Smetana and their broader context.*

At present, efforts towards research on the photographic collection and its processing
by experts are focused on the photographs of Smetana’s family members and their direct
descendants. This involves both of Smetana’s wives and their children and grandchildren.
This does not include persons who married into the family or otherwise came into it from
outside, nor their parents or siblings, nor are likenesses of Bedrich Smetana himself (1824—
1884) included.® With respect to photographic genre, the collection consists of visiting
cards, cabinet cards, and amateur photography. For the sake of completeness, we should add
that Zdenék Wirth and Alfons Waisar have worked on the processing of Bedfich Smetana’s

The research is based
on studying the entries in the acquisition
logs and inventory books of the MBS from
between 1931 and 2020% and on research
on the original inventory of exhibits at the
B. Smetana Memorial in Jabkenice dating
back to the time when the gamekeeper’s
lodge still belonged to the “Bedfich Smetana
Heritage”’

Photographs of three generations from
Smetana’s first marriage constitute the
subject matter of this study. In order to

clarify the relationships in Smetana’s family,

we shall briefly examine the history of his
two marriages.

On 27 August 1849, Smetana married

Zofie lived to adulthood. Then just a few years later, his wife Katefina died of tuberculosis
on 19 April 1859 in Dresden while returning prematurely from Goteborg (Gothenburg) to
Prague. That summer, Smetana met Bettina Ferdinandiova, the younger sister of the wife of
Smetana’s brother Karel. He was already betrothed to her when he departed for Sweden that

Zdenka married the forester Antonin Heydusek (their marriage
produced two sons Milo$ and Zdenék and a daughter Daniela), and BoZena married the
forester Karel Graf (their only child was a son Erich). Until his death, Smetana maintained
the closest ties to Zofie, the daughter from his first marriage. In 1874 she married the forester
Josef Schwarz (their marriage produced the children Zdenék, Edita, Béla, Jarmila, and
Jaromir), and Smetana spent his final ten years living with them. In his diaries he noted the
births of the four grandchildren he lived long enough to know." It is a fact that Smetana’s
grandson Jaromir Schwarz, from Smetana’s first marriage to Katefina, married Daniela
Heyduskovd, Smetana’s granddaughter from his second marriage to Bettina. That union
linked the two families together, so it is quite natural that descendants from both branches
of the family appear together in photographs.

Several scholars have already worked on documenting Bedfich Smetana’s family tree,
focusing mainly on his ancestors (Zdenék Nejedly having done so in the most detail). During
preparations in 2016 for the exhibition On the Trail of the Bedrich Smetana’s Genealogy,"” the
genealogy of B. Smetana’s descendants was revised.”® The sources upon which the genealogy
was based were Smetana’s diaries and the partial genealogy in Béla Capkovd's book.'* Other
sources were the family trees put together by Alfons Waisar"® and Hana Séquardtova'® and
a draft by Mirko Oc¢adlik” based on information given to him in June 1938 by Smetana’s
grandsons Zdenék Schwarz (from Smetana’s first marriage) and Zdenék Heydusek (from his
second marriage). All of the information was subjected to critical revision in cooperation
with the Schwarz, Kofan, Schmid, Heydusek, and Simek families. The recollections of Petr
Heydusek,” who was B. Smetana’s last living grandchild at the time, were also taken into

The collections of the MBS contain an unusual wealth of iconography, and not only
photographic. The collection contains ca. 130 photographs depicting the changing
appearance of Zofie Smetanova-Schwarzové and of her five children over their lifetimes.
The photographs have been preserved in a surprisingly complete state, and more have been
added through acquisitions made between 1938 and 2020. As was stated above, Smetana’s
estate was purchased from the family in 1928. It contained, among other things, photographs
of B. Smetana and of his immediate family and Smetana’s album.?® The MBS has received
more photographs from descendants of the Schwarz family.*' In 1972 Anna Fricova? sold

These acquisitions
also include amateur photographs taken by Jindiich Capek,?* the husband of Smetana’s
granddaughter Béla, which bring a smile to the faces of those who see them to this day
because of their humorousness and immediacy. The photographs on coloured cardboard
date from between 1901 and 1924 and are furnished with detailed captions that tell us about
the period when the Capek and Schindler families were spending time together and about
the close relationship between the sisters Béla and Jarmila.>® There is also a large quantity of
photographs in the estate of the Brno photographer Karel Stoklas,? and in particular there
are pictures of Zdenék Schwarz and his family. Stoklas maintained in close, friendly contact
with the family for many years.

Katefina Smetanova, née Kolarova

While the first likeness of Smetana dates from the period before 1843% (and he had another
photograph made at Moritz Unna’s studio in Gothenburg in 1857), we do not have any
photographs of Katefina from that period. At the same time, we know that she was in
Gothenburg with her husband from 1857 to 1859. The hypothesis of the existence of one
visiting card photograph is supported by the fact that her portrait is missing from the first
position on the second page of the family album. Her likeness was apparently removed,

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but above the empty space is a comment verified to be in Smetana’s handwriting: “Mrs
Smetanovd, first wife'*® We can get an idea of what Katerina looked like at 31 years of age
solely because of an oil painting” made in 1858 in Sweden. It is the only portrait of her
from her later years. The painter was Johan Per Sodermark.* On the other hand, from
the period of her youth (at about age 18), there is an anonymous oil painting® of Katefina
Kolarova on porcelain, which was referred to in the press,* where it was said to have been
reverently preserved by Smetana’s granddaughter Béla Capkova. After more than 170 years,
the MBS was able to acquire this likeness of her in 2019.% As far as iconography of Katefina
Smetanovd, that is all there is apart from a visiting card, long circulated even to this day,
which was made at Hynek Fiedler’s studio and was first published in 1916 in the journal Zlata
Praha. It was believed that Bedrich Smetana and his wife and daughter were depicted on it.
However, this error was refuted in the very next issue of the journal. Neither Smetana nor
his wife is depicted here.*

The overviews of photographs that follow are compiled from the studio and amateur
photographs of Zofie Schwarzova, née Smetanova, and her children as well as from wedding
photographs. Portraits of the siblings together and other group photographs are mentioned
in the text. Whenever there is an inscription with dating on the back, whether in a known or
unknown hand, the dating is given without parentheses. This is, however, not very often the
case (an exception being, for example, the photographs from the studio Drtikol). If dating
has been deduced by comparison with other biographical sources and is therefore only
probable, it is shown in parentheses. For the sake of simplicity, inventory numbers are given
in the following tables without the preface NM-CMH-MBS, and references to the name
Bedrich Smetana are abbreviated as BS.

The first preserved likenesses of Zofie (still Smetanova at the time) are from the Prague
studio of A. L. Otto (from 1867-1870) and the studio of Jan Tomas$ (from 1871-1874 and
1885). In 1875, after her marriage to Josef Schwarz, the family moved to the gamekeeper’s
lodge in Jabkenice. The photos from there were made in nearby Mlada Boleslav in the studios
of Frantisek Boger (in 1882-1886), Bohuslav Rafael (in 1890-1891), and Jan Romisr (until
1895). From the period from 1894 to 1895, one amateur photograph has been preserved
from Jabkenice,*® where the Schwarz family stayed for 20 years until the autumn of 1895.
In 1896 they lived in Libochovice, and three pictures by an unknown photographer come
from there.*® From 1899, the family spent the summer months in Zbiroh.¥” The MBS has
a photograph from that period of Zofie Schwarzova with her three children (F 4853), and
there is also a rare amateur photo from there taken by Jindiich Capek,* apparently the very
last depiction of Zofie surrounded by all three daughters, Edita, Béla, and Jarmila, in the
summer of 1901 (F 4990), because Zofie died a few months later at age 48. The table shows
what we know about her appearance between the ages of 14 and 47. Also worth mentioning
is the photograph of 18-year-old Zofie (F 1274) from the estate of Antonin Waldhauser,*
who received it from the Smetana family as a memento. A detail from a photograph of Zofie
before her wedding (F 4807) was published for the first time in Béla Capkova’s book.* In
1875, Zofie appears in a photograph with her first-born son Zdenék (F 3200, F 3850) and in
1882 with Anna Fri¢ova (F 3201, F 3802).* Sometime around 1890, Zofie Schwarzova and

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her husband had themselves photographed by Jan Rémisr in Mlada Boleslav (F 1524, F 1525).
Cestmir Vilim donated a visiting card of 40-year-old Zofie to the museum in 1938. It had
been given to Josef Vilim by the Schwarz family.*2

Zdenék Schwarz lived to the age of 85. Photographs depict him at ages ranging from one
year to 80, including a double portrait for his engagement (F 3869). From his school years,
there is a photograph of pupils at the Jabkenice school with the teacher Josef Vilim.** The
tables of overviews do not include the photographs of four of the five Smetana grandchildren
(F 3867), when Zdenék (age 12), Edita (11), Béla (9), and Jarmila (5) Schwarz where
photographed in F. Boger’s studio in Mlada Boleslav in ca. 1887.** Also worth mentioning
are the three amateur photographs taken by J. Capek* in 1902 and 1908 in Senohraby,
where the family went to spend the summer. The photographs are humorously designated

The MBS archive of photographs contains several dozen photographs of Béla Capkova,
most of which are amateur photographs taken by her husband Jindrich.* Her age in the
pictures ranges from 6 to 81. There are two studio cabinet cards worthy of mention from
1896, on which Béla appears together with Marie and Zofie Fricova (F 3874, F 4821). The
wedding photograph was made in the studio of Jan Tomas in Prague on 15 October 1901.
The sister Edita was soon married, while a very firm bond developed between the sisters Béla
and Jarmila and lasted until they reached an advanced age. The Capek and Schindler families
often spent time together. On an interesting photograph dated 1959 (F 3701), Béla Capkova
is depicted at the age of 81 in the studio of the sculptor Karel Otdhal,*® whose creations
include monuments to Bedrich Smetana in Velké Opatovice and Moravska Trebova.

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As has already been mentioned, the sisters Béla and Jarmila had a very close relationship,
possibly in part because the Schindler family had no children. Judging by the photographs,
Jarmila and Emanuel took a liking to their nephew I$a (Jindiich) Capek. This is shown by
the many photographs of them together during their summer visits. The ten photographs
of Jarmila Schindlerovd in the MBS collection document the change to her appearance
between the ages of 2 and 67. The wedding photograph was taken in Prague on 24 April
1906 at Vaclav Donat’s studio. The last known photograph of Schindlerova with her husband
dates from 1949, a year before Emanuel’s death.

Jaromir Schwarz is depicted on just six photographs
between the ages of 2 and 43. The most important are from
Frantisek Drtikol's studio and are dated 1915 and 1931.

The MBS art collection also contains likenesses painted
both by family members and by professional artists. There
is an undated aquarelle by Betty Smetanova® depicting her
stepdaughter Zofie Smetanova (1853-1902) as a child, and
there is also a likeness of her dated 1900, by which time she

was married. The author of this oil painting is unknown.*

also contains an oil painting of Jarmila Schindlerova (1882-1957) at age 54 by Frantisek
Antonin Jelinek, dated 1936.5

Selected group family photographs

The oldest still existing photograph of the Smetana family,*® unfortunately without Bedrich
Smetana, comes from the possessions of the Schwarz family. As to the fate of this important
photograph, one copy was owned by Smetana’s grandson Erich Graf, who provided it to
the B. Smetana Museum in 1965 together with other documents relating to Smetana for
the purposes of having them copied.”” The picture was taken by the novice photographer
Antonin Brozek;*® Smetana’s granddaughters Editka and Jarmilka also had him photograph
them that same year (see the overviews above). The photograph at the gamekeeper’s
lodge in Jabkenice depicts Betty Smetanovd, Zofie Schwarzovd, her children Zdenék and
Edita, Bozena Smetanovd, and Karel Graf. In view of the fact that the adults are dressed

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in mourning clothes, the photograph can be dated with a high degree of certainty to the
period immediately after Smetana’s funeral, i.e. after 15 May 1884.

The selection also includes an acquisition just made in 2019, the well-known photograph
published in 1963 in B. Capkova’s book of memoirs.”” The photograph depicts the Schwarz
family and guests and was made between 1886 and 1888 by Frantisek Boger in the garden of
the gamekeeper’s lodge in Jabkenice.

Jindtich Capek, engaged at the time to Béla Schwarzov4, photographed the Schwarz
family on an island in the Vltava River in Prague called “Cisaiska louka” in the winter of
1899.% This is the next-to-last photograph depicting Zofie Smetanova.

On the occasion of the 90 birthday of B. Smetana’s son-in-law Josef Schwarz (1845-
1939), the Schwarz family gathered in 1935 in Prague at the Photo Studio for the making
of a commemorative photograph® with 16 people participating. Josef Schwarz is shown
celebrating his birthday surrounded by three of his five children (Zdenék, Béla, Jarmila), the
sons-in-law and daughter-in-law of Daniela Heyduskov4,® five grandchildren (Sona, Zdenék,
Jindrich, Radim, and Viola), three great-grandchildren (Jarmila, Ladislav, and Zdenék), and
other more distant relatives.

Conclusion

Over time, an object of iconographical study changes constantly with the acquisition
of new knowledge and photographic documentation, so it is logical that the scholarly
processing of such research is an open-ended, long-term process. Heretofore, the fruit of
several years of iconographical, epistolary, documentary, and genealogical research focusing
on the direct descendants of Smetana with Katefina Kolarova has been the Catalogue of
Smetana Iconography in digital form. The catalogue’s scope is in fact broader, as it contains
photographic likenesses of three generations of direct and indirect descendants from both
of Bedrich Smetana’s marriages. The next step will be research on the other branch of the
family: photographic documentation with commentary on the descendants from Smetana’s
second marriage to Bettina Ferdinandiovd, which will be prepared in the same manner as
this study.

O dva roky pozdéji byla od Smetanovy rodiny
ceskoslovenskym statem zakoupena skladatelova pozustalost® a v letech 1929-1932 postup-
né preddna Smetanovu muzeu.? Sbirky byly nejprve provizorné ulozeny v Ustavu pro hudeb-
ni védu Univerzity Karlovy, nebot teprve v roce 1935 ziskalo Smetanovo muzeum od praz-
ské obce budovu byvalé Staroméstské vodarny, v niz sidli dodnes. Od roku 1976 je soucdsti
Nérodniho muzea. Muzejni sbirky byly pribézné doplnovany koupémi a dary materiala
nejraznéjsiho charakteru vcetné osobnich pozistalosti.

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Nejcennéjsi zdklad sbirky tvori fond Bedtich Smetana, ktery bezesporu nalezi k nasemu
narodnimu kulturnimu dédictvi v oblasti hudby. Za dal$i dokumentac¢né a zaroven prezen-
tacné vyznamny fond z hlediska smetanovské problematiky i sirsich souvislosti Ize povazo-
vat fotoarchiv.*

V soucasné dobé jsou vyzkum a odborné zpracovani fotografického fondu zaméreny na
fotografie potomki a ¢lentt Smetanovy rodiny po primé linii. Tyka se obou Smetanovych
manzelek, déti a vnoucat. Nejsou zde zahrnuty osoby privdané ¢i prizenéné, ani jejich ro-
dice a sourozenci, a ani podobizny samotného Bedficha Smetany (1824-1884).° Pokud jde
o fotograficky zanr, fond tvori vizitkové, kabinetni a amatérské fotografie. Pro uplnost jen
dodejme, ze zpracovanim portréti Bedricha Smetany se zabyvali Zdenék Wirth a Alfons
Waisar® a v roce 2004 pak Marie Klimes$ovd a Jana Plecita.” Vyzkum vychdazi z resersi zazna-
mu v prirastkovych a inventarnich knihach MBS z let 1931 az 2020°® a z resersi v pavodnim
inventdfi expozice Pamatniku B. Smetany v Jabkenicich jesté z doby, kdy myslivna patfila
Dédictvi Bedricha Smetany.’

Tématem této prace jsou tedy fotografie tii generaci prvniho Smetanova manzelstvi.
Abychom si blize ujasnili rodinné vztahy Smetanovy rodiny, nahlédnéme ted krétce do his-
torie obou manzelstvi.

Dne 27. srpna 1849 se Smetana ozenil se svou davnou studentskou ldskou Katerinou
Kolérovou. V poloviné padesatych let vsak jeho rodinny zivot zaséhly tvrdé rany osudu. Tii
zjeho ¢tyi dcer — Gabriela, Bediiska' a Katefina — zemfely, dospélosti se dozila pouze Zofie.
O par let pozdéji navic tuberkuldza ukoncila i zivot manzelky Kateriny — zemfela 19. dub-
na 1859 v Dréazdanech pii pred¢asném navratu z Géteborgu do Prahy. V 1été toho roku se
