KULT: JEHO PODOBY, PROMENY A SOUCASNA REFLEXE

Kult, jako cténi a uctivani v nabozenském slova smyslu, se mtize vztahovat na predméty, nezivé piirodniny, zvifata a rostliny,
na realné i mytické osobnosti a na nadpfirozené bytosti. Byva spojen s modlitbami, obfady a obétmi. Obtady a kultovni jednani,
ackoliv jsou vnimany jako zaruka kontinuity a zachovani tradice, ¢asto samy prochazeji zménami a zanikaji nebo ziskavaji novy
rozmér diky odlisné dobové interpretaci. V $ir§im slova smyslu miize byt pfedmétem kultu kdokoliv ¢i cokoliv, co je postaveno
na piedestal a uznano hodnym tcty.

Cilem tohoto tematického ¢isla bylo dotknout se mnohosti podob kultu. Prvni dvé studie se vénuji pojeti moderniho kultu
znamych politickych osobnosti. Jedna se o dva ¢eskoslovenské prezidenty Tomase Garrigue Masaryka a Klementa Gottwalda.
Miroslava Burianova ve svém textu Tomas Garrigue Masaryk jako vizualni symbol prvni republiky pracuje s fenoménem TGM
zosobnujiciho ¢eskou demokracii a statnost. Neodmyslitelnou soucasti Masarykovy reprezentace byl pro néj charakteristicky
svétly jezdecky oblek vojenského stfihu, kterym se odlisSoval od bézné dobové panské mody a v némz je také zachycen na mno-
ha snimcich i filmovych zaznamech. Ptispévek se zabyva ulohou tohoto typického jezdeckého odévu v budovani obrazu dustoj-
ného, sportovné elegantniho predstavitele statu, ktery mame dodnes vSichni zapsany v paméti.

Jolana Tothova pfispéla studii Nejen Vystavka dard Klementu Gottwaldovi. Vyuziti darG pro budovani kultu obdarované-
ho. Zabyva se dary, jako projevem oficialni i osobni tcty a podpory prezidentovi republiky a predevsim jejich dalsi prezentaci
na samostatnych vystavach a jejich naslednym zafazenim do expozice vénované Klementu Gotwaldovi. Pravé forma a uspota-
dani vystav ukazuje, jak se do nich promitala proména vnimani kultu osobnosti v socialistickém state.

Do 20. stoleti ptesahuje také studie Martiny Bocanové vénovana zazra¢nému obrazu Panny Marie Trnavské, ktera ukazuje
postupny vyvoj ucty k tomuto pfedmétu privezenému do Trnavy v posledni ¢tvrtiné 16. stoleti. Jeho zazra¢na aktivita ve dru-
hé poloving 17. a v prvnim desetileti 18. stoleti zavdala podnét ke konani pouti, jejichz tradice se uchovala az do 2. poloviny
20. stoleti. Béhem 50. a 60. let dochazelo k represim vici ucastnikiim, v 80. letech byla ucast na devitidenni poboznosti vnima-
na jako akt politické revolty. Problematickou se pout’ stava i v soucasnosti, kdy se stava spise komercni zalezitosti, jejiz obsah
se zda byt archaickym a vyprazdnénym.

V piispévku Alexandry Ballové Obrazy a premeny kultu svitej krvi vo Wilsnacku od stredoveku po si¢asnost’ je vetsi po-
zornost vénovana dobovym prameniim podporujicim vérohodnost samotného zazraku s hostiemi ronicimi krev ve 14. a 15.
stoleti. I v némeckém Wilsnacku pietrvava po strance obsahu i formy modifikovana tradice zboznych pouti az dodnes.

Zuzana Francova se ve své studii Relikviare a klastorné prace v zbierkach Mtizea mesta Bratislavy vénuje religiéznim pied-
métim 18. a 19. stoleti pochazejicim prevazné z Bratislavskych klasterd a kostelti. Prispiva tak k poznani této dosud jen okra-
jové zpracované ¢asti muzejniho fondu a nabizi pohled do svéta neokazalé, tiché a pracovité zboznosti Zenskych klastert.

Zavérecna studie Jaroslavy Schmidtové a v Ludovit Mathédesze je vénovana archeologickym nalezim z antického kastelu
Gerulata, jez tvofil soucast fimského opevnéni limes romanum. Taméjsi nalezy bohat¢ ilustruji organické prolinani tradi¢niho
fimského kultu obohaceného o fecka bozstva s orientalnimi kulty.

Libor Vodicka se ve zpravé nazvané Kult hereckych hvézd zabyva vystavou Kdyz hvézdy zaii — Osobnosti ¢eské Thalie
dvou stoleti. konanou na ptelomu let 2021-2022 v Narodnim muzeu. Zprava Milady Vratislavové se vénuje ro¢niku 2021 pro-
jektu ARTakeaway, ktery se z ulice pfesunul do intimné¢jsiho prostoru, aby predstavil byt jako chram a posvatné misto, kde se
za zdmi nasich obyvaki, kuchyni a koupelen odehrava novodoby okultismus.

Vazené ¢tenarky a ctenafi, predkladané Cislo se pokousi alespon z malé ¢asti zachytit, jak se kult ve svych archaickych i sou-
Casnych podobach projevuje nebo je reflektovan v materialni kultufe, literatute, hudbé, vytvarném uméni, filmu a televizi, tisku
i novych médiich a povSimnout si, jakym zpisobem zprostfedkovavaji sou¢asné pamétové instituce déjiny kultu vetejnosti.
Doufam, ze se Vas piedlozené texty zaujmou a budou pro Vas inspiraci.



CULT: FORMS, TRANSFORMATIONS AND CONTEMPORARY REFLECTION

Cult, as veneration and worship in the religious understanding, can refer to objects, inanimate natural objects, animals and
plants, real and mythical personalities, and supernatural beings. It is associated with prayers, ceremonies and sacrifices. Rituals
and cult practices, despite being perceived as a guarantee of continuity and preservation of tradition, often evolve, disappear or
acquire a new dimension due to different interpretations in various periods. In a broader sense, the object of a cult can be anyone
or anything that is put on a pedestal and deemed worthy of reverence.

The aim of this thematic issue is to address the many forms of the cult. The first two papers deal with the concept of the
modern cult of famous political figures, namely two Czechoslovak presidents, Tomas Garrigue Masaryk (TGM) and Klement
Gottwald. In her text Tomds Garrigue Masaryk as a Visual Symbol of the First Republic, Miroslava Burianova examines the
phenomenon of TGM as a personification of Czech democracy and statehood. Masaryk was inseparable from his distinctive
white military-style riding outfit, which distinguished him from the average man’s fashion of the period and in which he is also
captured in many photographs and film footage. The paper discusses the role of this typical riding outfit in establishing the image
of a decent, athletic and elegant representative of the state, which is still imprinted in the Czech collective memory.

Jolana Tothova contributed with the paper Going Beyond the Exhibition of Gifis to Klement Gottwald. The Use of Gifts to
Build the Cult of the Recipient. It deals with gifts as a manifestation of official and personal respect and support for the Presi-
dent of the Republic, how they were presented in individual exhibitions and later incorporated into the exhibition dedicated to
Klement Gotwald. The form and setting of the exhibitions demonstrates how the transformation of the perception of the cult of
personality in the socialist state was reflected in the gifts.

The 20th century history is also touched upon in Martina Bocanova’s article. It focuses on the miraculous image of the Vir-
gin Mary of Trnava and illustrates how the veneration of this object, brought to Trnava in the last quarter of the 16th century,
evolved over time. Its miraculous activity in the second half of the 17th century and the first decade of the 18th century triggered
pilgrimages, which continued until the second half of the 20th century. In the 1950s and 1960s, the pilgrims were repressed, and
in the 1980s participation in the novena was perceived as an expression of political revolt. Even today, the pilgrimage remains
problematic as it has become a rather commercial event, the content of which seems archaic and empty.

In Alexandra Ballova’s study Representations and Transformations of the Cult of the Holy Blood in Wilsnack from the Mid-
dle Ages to the Present more attention is paid to the historical sources supporting the truthfulness of the miracle involving hosts
shedding blood in the 14th and 15th centuries. In the German town of Wilsnack a tradition of pilgrimages persists, modified in
content and form, to this day.

In her study Reliquaries and Monastic Works in the Collections of the Bratislava City Museum Zuzana Francova focuses
on religious objects from the 18th and 19th centuries, mostly from Bratislava monasteries and churches. The paper contributes
to the understanding of this previously only marginally explored part of the museum’s collection and offers a glimpse into the
world of the unpretentious, quiet and diligent piety of women’s monasteries.

The final paper, written by Jaroslava Schmidtova and Cudovit Mathédesz, focuses on archaeological findings from the an-
cient castle of Gerulata, which formed part of the Roman Limes fortifications. The findings from this site richly illustrate the
organic intermingling of the traditional Roman cult, Greek deities and oriental cults.

In his report entitled The Cult of Acting Stars, Libor Vodicka examines the exhibition When Stars Shine: the Personalities of
the Czech Thalia across Two Centuries, which took place in 2021— 2022 at the National Museum. Milada Vratislavov’s report
focuses on the 2021 season of the ARTakeaway project, which moved from the street to a more intimate space in order to present
the apartment as a temple and sacred place where modern occultism takes place between the walls of our living rooms, kitchens
and bathrooms.

This issue attempts to capture, at least to a limited extent, how the cult in its archaic and contemporary forms is manifested
or reflected in material culture, literature, music, visual arts, film and television, print and new media, and to examine how con-
temporary memory institutions convey the history of the cult to the public. Readers, we hope you find the texts presented here
interesting and inspiring.
