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A cut segment of the bilingual bemi-obol of the Graeco-Bactrian King Eucrati-

des I (171-139 BC or 170-145 BC) is preserved in a private collection. The coin, which is
a halved hemi-obol (Bop. 19N, Mig. 190n), substituted a di-chalkon absent in circulation.

Occurrence of this coin supports the theory that the bronze bilingual coinage lies in between
the full-valued and the credit currency. The recipient of these cut coins accepted the value of
the coin derived from its characteristic size, image arrangement and used metal, regardless
of the actual weight of the metal. Regarding its low denomination even the weight variety of
10-20 percent was irrelevant.
