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Numismatic collections had been part of castle libraries since the Renaissance. Librarian Dr Helga Turkova, to whom this volume
is dedicated, catalogued the nationalised library of the Pob&Zovice (Ronsperg in German) Castle in summers 1987 and 1988. The
last private owner was Johann Count Coudenhove-Kalergi (1893—1965) sent out copies of the four different medals he ordered
between 1917 and 1940 (nos. 4-7). His younger brother Richard Nikolaus (1894—1972) was the founder of the first popular
movement for a united Europe (nos. 8-9). Charles Maria Coudenhove from a different branch of the family, was between 1896 and

1911 a stern governor of Bohemia (no. 1). His brother Max Julius was the last holder of the post when the Republic was proclaimed

in 1918 (nos. 2-3).

After twelve years of marriage an only daughter was
born to Johann Coudenhove and his wife. According to the
mint mark on the edge the medal should have been struck
from silver of 900/1000 purity. However, in the 1960s the
Assay Office found it to be only 800/1000.

6. Medal for admission of Johann Coudenhove into
the Constantinian Order of St George, 1940

Prince Ferdinand-Pius of Bourbon (1869-1960) admit-
ted Johannes Coudenhove into the Constantinian Order of
St George in 1940. The order is a religious organization of
the Catholic church, its members obliged to protect the faith
and act charitably. The medal shows the new member in the
uniform of the order, with a chain, which also augments his
coat-of-arms on the other side. Count Coudenhove was ple-
ased with the artist’s work and invited him to Berlin to the
Hotel Bristol to make a medal of his friend Winifred Wag-
ner.
