Vyse zminéné studie vénované ilustracim doplituje v oddile Miscellanea ptispévek Veroniky Karfusové z oddé€leni knizni
kultury Knihovny Néarodniho muzea, ktery se do hloubky vénuje kniznim pracim v tomto oddéleni a podrobné popisuje postup
jejich zpracovani.

This year’s autumn double issue of Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia litterarum (Vol. 68, 2023/3—4) is mostly dedicated
to book illustration. The section Studies contains various articles on this subject by authors from the Museum of Czech
Literature (Bronislava Rokytova, Vilma Hubackova), the Catholic Theological Faculty of Charles University (Eva Bendova), the
Protestant Theological Faculty of Charles University (Ota Halama) and the University of PreSov (Jana MigaSova), which have
been published within the Czech Science Foundation grant [llustrations of the Children’s Books in the Context of Publishers’
Intentions and Cultural, Ideological, and Socio-political Changes (1869—1969).

The Materialia section comprises the text of Iva Bydzovska discussing the contribution of the map application of the
Spali¢ek.net Digital Library to chapbook research.

The above-mentioned studies on illustrations are complemented in the Miscellanea section by an article by Veronika
Karfusova from the Book Culture Department of the National Museum Library dealing in depth with book-related works in this
department and describing their processing in detail.

The autumn double issue also contains three reviews, namely of the monographs K7iz z Telce (1434—1504). Pisar, sberatel
