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IEDITORIAL

Prvni leto$ni dvojcislo Casopisu Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia litterarum (ro€. 69, 2024/1-2) obsahuje ¢tyfi ptispev-
ky pronesené puvodné na konferenci Josef Jungmann: Od jazyka k identité, kterou na podzim 2023 uspotradal Historicky tstav
AV CR, Slovansky tstav AV CR, Ustav pro ¢eskou literaturu AV CR, Ustav pro jazyk ¢esky AV CR, Filozoficka fakulta Uni-
verzity Karlovy a Narodni muzeum s Matici ¢eskou a s podporou Nadace Nadani Josefa, Marie a Zdetiky Hlavkovych. Studie
Ondreje Koupila se zabyva vztahem Josefa Jungmanna ke gramatice, Vaclav Smycka se vénuje dramatu v piedbieznové dobé,
Marek Nekula podrobné rozebira Jungmanntiv konceptem ,,dobrého autora™ a Dalibor Dobias pojednava o Josefu Jungmannovi
a jeho pojeti literarni kritiky. Tyto Ctyfi prispévky vénované Jungmannovi jsou jesté doplnény studii Jindry Pavelkové a Romany
Dominiky Hrbatové vénované kazuistice vrazd ve vybranych kramatskych pisnich 19. stoleti.

Dvojcislo obsahuje i dalsi pravidelné rubriky, najdeme v ném tedy dvé recenze. V prvni z nich se Jana Nechutova vénuje
publikaci Bohuslav Hasistejnsky z Lobkovic: Basné a listy, kterou edi¢né pfipravila Marta Vaculinova z oddéleni novolatinskych
studii Kabinetu pro klasicka studia. Kniha vysla jako svazek 116 ve zndmé edi¢ni fadé Ceska kniznice a obsahuje vybér z basni
a korespondence Bohuslava Hasistejnského. Druha recenze Nely Vrtochové z Univerzitni knihovny v Bratislavé se zabyva mo-
nografii Romana Holeca Kniha o citani, citanie o knihdch, v niz se autor mj. vénuje fenoménu ¢teni na Slovensku v 19. stoleti.

V rubrice Zpravy z Knihovny Narodniho muzea informuje kolegyn¢ Barbora Nebeska z oddéleni zdmeckych knihoven
o vystave Lékarska literatura v zameckych knihovndch instalované na zamku Kynzvart, ktera byla uspofadana v ramci projektu
NAKI I Koreny a plody evropske vedy. K vystave vysel také katalog, na némz se autorsky podileli pracovnici Knihovny Na-
rodniho muzea a Narodniho pamatkového tistavu.
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This year’s first double issue of the journal Acta Musei Nationalis Pragae — Historia litterarum (Vol. 69, 2024/1-2) contains
four papers originally presented at the conference Josef Jungmann: Od jazyka k identité [Josef Jungmann: From Language to
Identity], which was organised in autumn 2023 by the Institute of History of the Czech Academy of Sciences (CAS), the Institute
of Slavonic Studies of the CAS, the Institute of Czech Literature of the CAS, the Czech Language Institute of the CAS, the Fac-
ulty of Arts of Charles University and the National Museum together with Matice ¢eska, a Section of the National Museum So-
ciety, with the support of the Josef, Marie and Zdeinka Hlavka Endowment Foundation. The study by Ondiej Koupil deals with
Josef Jungmann’s relation to grammar; Vaclav Smycka focuses on drama in the pre-March (Vormdrz) period, i.e. in the first half
of the 19th century; Marek Nekula examines Jungmann’s concept of the ‘good author’ in detail; and Dalibor Dobias discusses
Josef Jungmann and his concept of literary criticism. These four papers on Jungmann are complemented by an article by Jindra
Pavelkova and Romana Dominika Hrbatova devoted to the case study of murder in selected 19th century broadside ballads.

The double issue also comprises other regular sections, including two reviews. In the first one, Jana Nechutova discusses the
publication Bohuslav Hasistejnsky z Lobkovic: Basné a listy [Bohuslaus of Lobkowicz and Hassenstein: Poems and Letters],
edited by Marta Vaculinova from the Department of Neo-Latin Studies of the Centre for Classical Studies. The book has been
published as Volume 116 in the well-established editorial series Ceskd kniznice [Czech Library] and contains selected poems
and correspondence of Bohuslaus of Lobkowicz and Hassenstein. The second review, written by Nela Vrtochova from the
University Library in Bratislava, deals with the monograph of Roman Holec Kniha o citani, ¢itanie o knihdach [A Book about
Reading, Reading about Books], in which the author examines, among other things, the phenomenon of reading in Slovakia in
the 19th century.

In the section The News from the National Museum Library, my colleague Barbora Nebeska from the Castle Library Depart-
ment writes about the exhibition Lékarskd literatura v zameckych knihovnach [Medical Literature in Castle Libraries] installed
at Kynzvart Castle, which was organised within the NAKI III project Koreny a plody evropské vedy [The Roots and Fruits of
European Science]. The exhibition was accompanied by a catalogue authored by the staff of the National Museum Library and
the National Heritage Institute.
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
