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An unknown money-order from Zebrdk

An unknown emergency money-order of 1848-1850 was found during ordering of docu-
ments in the State Regional Archives in Beroun. This 20-kreuzer money-order is one-si-
ded (86 x 50 mm), printed on a thin brown-pink paper with the ornamental ground tint.
There is no date and place of issue mentioned there. The Czech text of the money-order is
the following: abbreviation of the N’ letter=number, plus hand-written '12’ and the prin-
ted inscription - 20 kr.C.M. / Dvacet kreicaril v stribr. M / viplati / - plus hand-written
letter 'b’, a seal and the autograph of the issuer. The money-order has been printed using
a hand printing machine by Vincenc Witkowsky (1820-1881), the tradesman in
Zebrdk.
