Texty ptedstavovaného dvojcisla Acta Musei Nationalis — Historia se vénuji riznym aspektim (nejen) muzejni odborné prace —
jde o texty reflektujici moznosti muzejni prezentace, ptredstavujici pfiklady sbirkotvorné €innosti i vyzkumy vychazejici
z muzejnich sbirek a archivnich prament.

Studie Tomase Kavky je piispévkem do diskuse o moznostech a zptisobech souc¢asné muzejni prezentace historie délnictva
a prace, diskuse, ktera v ceském kontextu uzce souvisi s prezentaci dochovanych sbirek byvalych stranickych muzei (spojenych
s Komunistickou stranou Ceskoslovenska). Autor nas seznamuje se zahrani¢nimi ptiklady p¥istupti k tématiim d&jin délnictva
a prace a nabizi vlastni typologii t€chto pfistupti — muzejni instituce ve vztahu k tématu déli na a) muzea osobnosti spojenych se
socialnim hnutim, b) muzea prace a délnictva a ¢) muzea demokracie.

Text Lenky Saldové prezentuje jeden z piikladti muzejni dokumentace sou¢asnosti, a to v obdobi pandemie covidu-19.
Autorka piedstavuje vlastni dvoulety dokumentaéni a sbirkotvorny projekt, ve kterém se vénovala tématu uzavienych hranic
a konkrétnim strategiim vypotadavani se se situaci. Soustfedila se na iniciativu Soboty pro sousedstvi, dokumentovala protestni
akce, pikniky a happeningy na zelené hranici v kvétnu 2020 i reakei iniciativy a Klubu ¢esko-némeckého partnerstvi na vladni
opatfeni. Vystupem dokumentace je bohaty soubor sbirkovych pfedméth a dal$ich materiald reprezentujici riizné typy reakci
na situaci.

Sarka RamiSova ve svém textu piedstavuje cestovni deniky sportovcd jako dosud nevyuzivany druh pramene, vnima je
jako zdroj informaci o poznatcich cestujicich sportovct, kulturnich odlisnostech, hospodaiskych a socialnich podminkach
v navstivenych zemich atd. Na konkrétnich pfikladech ze sbirky Narodniho muzea ukazuje moznosti vyuziti tohoto pramene —
ty vidi autorka v oblastech studia mezinarodnich vztahl — sportovnich i politickych, kontaktii ¢eského a ¢eskoslovenského
sportu se zahrani¢im, mezinarodniho transferu, promén vyjezdnich podminek a;.

Studie Filipa Jirouska se zamétuje na ptibeh inzeratu, ktery se stal nedilnou soucasti soudobych déjin — blahoptani Rudého
prava Ferdinandu Vankovi z Nového Hradku. Autor s vyuzitim metody oralni historie a narativnich prament sleduje a priblizuje
okolnosti vzniku inzeratu — pozadi samotné myslenky i jeji realizaci z pohledu iniciatora a autora po¢inu Petra Rygra — a zaroven
se soustiedi i na zivot této osobnosti.

Publikaci Délej néco!: Ceské a slovenské fanziny a budovani alternativnich scén, ktera vychazi ze zezdola budovaného
Archivu eskych a slovenskych fanzind, se ve své recenzi vénuje Jiti Andrs. Cislo pak uzavira recenze expozice Déjiny 20. stoleti
v Nové budoveé Narodniho muzea z pera Lenky Lubuskeé.
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The texts in this double issue of Acta Musei Nationalis — Historia deal with various aspects of (not only) museum professional
work. They reflect the possibilities of museum presentation and present examples of collection-making activities and research
based on museum collections and archival sources.

Tomas Kavka‘s study contributes to the discussion on the possibilities and methods of contemporary museum
presentation of the history of workers and labour, a topic that in the Czech context is closely related to the presentation of the
preserved collections of former party museums associated with the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia. The author introduces
foreign examples of approaches to the topics of the history of workers and labour and offers his own typology of these approaches.
He divides museum institutions in relation to the topic into: a) museums of personalities associated with the social movement,
b) museums of labour and workers, and ¢) museums of democracy.

Lenka Saldova’s text presents an example of contemporary museum documentation during the Covid-19 pandemic.
The author introduces her own two-year documentation and collection project, in which she focused on the topic of closed
borders and specific strategies for dealing with the situation. She focused on the initiative Saturdays for Neighbourhood (Soboto
pro sousedstvi), documenting the protests, picnics, and happenings on the Green Border in May 2020 as well as the response
of the initiative and the Czech-German Partnership Club (Klub ¢esko-némeckého partnerstvi) to government measures.
The documentation resulted in a rich collection of objects and materials reflecting different types of reactions to the situation.

Sarka RamiSova presents athletes’ travel diaries as a previously unused type of source, treating them as a valuable
source of information about the knowledge of travelling athletes, cultural differences, and economic and social conditions in the
countries visited. Using specific examples from the collection of the National Museum, the researcher shows the possibilities of
using this source in studying international relations, both in the context of sport and politics, contacts of Czech and Czechoslovak
sport with foreign countries, international transfer, changes in travel conditions, and more.

Filip Jirousek’s paper focuses on the story of an advertisement that has become an integral part of contemporary
history: a birthday greeting in the regime’s official newspaper, Rudé pravo, addressed to Ferdinand Vanék from Novy Hradek,
i.c. the dissident Vaclav Havel. The author employs the method of oral history and narrative sources to trace and present
the circumstances of the advertisement’s creation: the background of the idea itself and its implementation from the perspective
of Petr Rygr, the initiator and author of the originator of the event, while also focusing on the life of this personality.

Jif{ Andrs reviews the publication Délej néco!: Ceské a slovenské fanziny a budovani alternativnich scén (Do Something!:
Czech and Slovak Fanzines and the Building of Alternative Scenes), which is based on the bottom-up Archive of Czech and
Slovak Fanzines. The issue concludes with a review of the exhibition History of the 20th Century in the New Building of the
National Museum by Lenka Lubugka.
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
