ARCHITEKT JOSEF SCHULZ V JINYCH PERSPEKTIVACH

Béhem poslednich dvou dekad byly zrekonstruovany vyznamné monumentalni budovy — Narodni muzeum (2010-2018),
Umeéleckoprimyslové museum (2014-2017) a Rudolfinum (2015-2017). Péce vénovana architektonickym schrankdm uve-
denych kulturnich svatostankl neni bez souvislosti s dlouhodobéjsi snahou o revival tematiky architektonického historismu.
Jednim z jeho ptedstavitell je architekt zminénych budov Josef Schulz (1840-1917).

Usili uméleckohistorické obce o revizi piistupu k d&jinam architektury obohacovalo od devadesatych let 20. stoleti
problematiku o vyrazngjsi historiografickou kontextualizaci, jak se délo napt. v textech némecké autorky Michaely Marek.!
Do historie architektury pronikaly solitérné nové metodologické piistupy, napt. z okruhu socidlnich d&jin.> Navazujici oziveni
zajmu o historismus obratilo pozornost nejen k novému pruzkumu jeho teoretickych zékladd, ale i k jednotlivym stavbam.’
Zavr$eni nastinéného vyvoje piedstavuje nedavny vyzkumny projekt Vysoké skoly uméleckoprimyslové Architektura a ceska
politika v 19.-21. stoleti.*

Aktudlni zpracovani pozistalosti architekta Josefa Schulze v Archivu Narodniho muzea otevielo cestu k revizi pohledu
na jeho tlohu v dé&jinach architektury na nasem uzemi. Navazat na vyzvu, formulovanou pted vice nez tficeti lety Jindfichem
Vybiralem,’ se pokusilo na podzim roku 2023 kolokvium uspoiadané v kooperaci mezi Archivem Narodniho muzea a Ustavem
dé&jin uméni Akademie véd CR na piidé druhé jmenované instituce. Setkani s nazvem ,,Josef Schulz. Pocta tiché monumentalit&*
nasledné kromé ptivodniho ,,vyzyvatele® volné inspirovalo dalSich pét autort. Jejich zde zvetejnéné studie Cerpaji z rozsifené
pramenné zakladny a reflektuji i vyse nacrtnuté vysledky posledniho vyzkumu. Propojuje je zaméteni na néktery z palety dosud
minimalné prozkoumanych aspektl zivota a dila architekta Josefa Schulze.

Jindfich Vybiral v bilanci s vlastnim, tfi dekady starym nahledem podrobuje osobnost architekta Josefa Schulze za-
jimavému srovnani s jeho vrstevnikem, videnskym architektem Otto Wagnerem (1841-1918). Sledovani dosud opomijené linky
francouzskych inspiraci v Schulzové dile z pera Adély Bricinové dopliiuje a koriguje dosavadni pohled na architektovo dilo
z hlediska inspira¢nich zdroji. Tomas Korbel na Schulzové ptikladu rozviji své teze o profesni identifikaci architektt a stavitelt
v 19. stoleti.® ,,Marginalni realizace na periferii“, prezentovana Janem Galetou, je patrné jedinou Schulzem navrZenou stavbou
v regionech Moravy a Slezska. Analyza této realizace podnécuje k dal§im otazkam o zptisobu ziskavani klientely a architek-
tonickych zakazek vibec. Petra Trnkova ptredstavuje Josefa Schulze v dosud neznamé roli amatérského fotografa a otevira tak
Siroké téma prolinani obou obort nejen v ramci Schulzovy tvorby. Petra Vachova se zamétfuje na promény vztahu architekt
Josefa Schulze a Josefa Zitka v zrcadle jejich skute¢né spoluprace, optikou déjin uméni a dochovanych dopist. Posledni studii
doplnuje edicni piiloha.
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ARCHITECT JOSEF SCHULZ FROM DIFFERENT PERSPECTIVES

Over the past two decades, significant monumental buildings such as the National Museum (2010-2018), the Museum of
Decorative Arts (2014-2017), and the Rudolfinum (2015-2017) have been renovated. The attention given to the architectural
exteriors of these cultural landmarks is closely linked to a long-term effort to revive the theme of architectural historicism. One
of the key figures in this movement is the architect of these buildings, Josef Schulz (1840-1917).

Since the 1990s, efforts by the art historical community to revise approaches to the history of architecture have enriched the
field with a more substantial historiographical contextualization, as exemplified by the works of the German author Michaela
Marek.! New methodological approaches, including those from the field of social history, began to influence the history of
architecture.? The renewed interest in historicism shifted focus not only to exploring its theoretical foundations but also towards
individual buildings.* The recent research project of the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague (UMPRUM),
titled Architecture and Czech Politics in the 19th—21st Century, represents the culmination of these developments.* The ongoing
processing of the architect Josef Schulz’s estate in the Archives of the National Museum has paved the way for a revised view of
his role in the history of architecture in the Czech lands. In the autumn of 2023, a colloquium organised in cooperation between
the Archives of the National Museum and the Institute of Art History of the Czech Academy of Sciences, held at the latter
institution, attempted to follow up on the challenge formulated more than thirty years ago by Jindfich Vybiral.® This meeting,
entitled “Josef Schulz: A Tribute to Silent Monumentality,” subsequently inspired five other authors alongside the original
“challenger.” Their studies published here draw on an expanded source base and reflect the results of the latest research outlined
above. They are linked by a focus on some of the lesser-explored aspects of Joseph Schulz’s life and work.

Jindfich Vybiral, in a review of his own three-decades-old perspective, subjects the personality of the architect Josef
Schulz to an interesting comparison with his peer, Viennese architect Otto Wagner (1841-1918). The tracing of the previously
overlooked line of French inspiration in Schulz’s work by Adéla Bricinova complements and corrects the existing view of the
architect’s work in terms of Schulz’s sources of inspiration. Using Schulz as an example, Tomas Korbel develops his thesis
on the professional identification of architects and builders in the 19th century.® The “marginal realisation on the periphery,”
presented by Jan Galeta, is probably the only building designed by Schulz in the regions of Moravia and Silesia. The analysis
of this realisation prompts further questions about client acquisition and architectural commissions in general. Petra Trnkova
introduces Josef Schulz in the previously unknown role of an amateur photographer, thus opening up the broader topic of the
blending of both disciplines within Schulz’s work. Petra Vachova focuses on the transformations of the relationship between
architects Josef Schulz and Josef Zitek, reflecting their collaboration through the lens of art history and extant letters. The last
study is accompanied by an editorial appendix.
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
