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MASOVA MEDIA A NARODNI IDENTITA

Prispévky k poznani role masovych médii ve 20. stoleti

Sbornik usporadal Jan Jirdk a Martin Sekera

Uvod

V predchozich letech jsme jiz dvakrat vénovali stranky naSeho periodika problematice medialni komunikace. Poprvé v roce
2006 (Masova média jako pfedmét odborného zajmu, Sbornik Narodniho muzea, C, L1/2006/1-4), podruhé v roce 2008 (K nase-
mu stoleti médii, C, LIII/2008/1-4). Toto tieti rozsifeni tematického zaméfeni od Cisté literarni a knihovédné problematiky
k obecnéjsimu komunikaénimu prostoru a jeho dal$im prostfedkiim a nastrojim povazujeme, i podle vstficnych odbornych
ohlast, za uzite¢né. Spoluprace Knihovny Narodniho muzea s Centrem pro medialni studia Univerzity Karlovy (CEMES UK
FSV) se osvédcila. Tentokrat jsou piispévky propojeny vztahem mezi médii a ¢eskou narodni identitou ve 20. stoleti. Nikoli
nahodou. Tisk, rozhlas, televize a tzv. nova média i zde prosadila svou zasadni moc pfi utvafeni svébytného druhu socialniho
vztahu, jimz utvareni a promény narodni identity jsou. Aktualni evropské i svétové politické déni tykajici se otazek vymezovani
narodnich identit v konceptech unifikace rozsahlejSich ,,nadnarodnich teritorii®, nez jsou historické statni kontinuity, jen
potvrzuje potiebu védecky reflektované orientace ve stoleti predeslém. Mezi publikovanymi ptispévky zfetelné schazi stat’ zaby-
vajici se obdobim zrodu intenzivni vazby mezi periodickym tiskem a procesem tvorby moderniho narodniho védomi v 19. sto-
leti. Tehdy se ustavila medialni logika pfizna¢na pro ¢esky narod jako ,,nevladnouci etnickou skupinu (,,non dominant ethnic
group®). S ni vstoupila ¢eska spole¢nost do ,,kratkého* 20. stoleti po roce 1918. Pfedminulému stoleti se vSak budeme vénovat
v samostatném vydani Sborniku.

Introduction

In previous years, we have already twice devoted our periodical to the issue of media communication. For the first time in 2006
(Mass media as an object of professional interest, Proceedings of the National Museum, C LI/2006/1-4), for the second in 2008
(Our Century Media, C LIII/2008/1-4). This third extension of the thematic focus of our periodical from purely literary and
library science issues to the more general area of communication and to its resources and tools seems useful, also thanks to the
friendly responses expressed previously. Cooperation between the Library of the National Museum and the Center for Media
Studies at Charles University (CEMES) seems to be fruitful. This time the contributions are linked by the relationship between
the media and Czech national identity in the 20th century. Not accidentally. Print, radio, television and the so-called new media
have proved that they posses a fundamental power in the process of shaping that distinctive type of social relationship called
national identity. Current European and world politics dealing with national identity in the process of unification of larger
“transnational territories" rather than the historically established continuity of the state, only underline the need for the scien-
tific orientation reflected in the previous century. The contributions published here do not include any text on the period of the
birth of the intensive relation between the periodical press and the process of creating a modern national consciousness in the
19th century. In those days, the media logic typical for the Czech nation as a "nevladdnouci ethnic group" ("non dominant ethnic
group) was established. Czech society entered the "short" 20th century after 1918 equipped with it. However, the last but one
century will be covered in a separate publication of the Proceedings.
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
